A daiuty dish for lunch is celery toast,
For a small family clean one moderate-
sized stalk of tender celery, using all the
stalk and the tender leaves. Cut in small

ieces and place in a dish over fire, with
ust enough water to cook it. Add a
generous pint of milk and let it remain
over the fire until scalded. Thicken
slightly with flour, and add a small

inch of butter. Pour over slices of well
rowned toast.

Baked Veal.

Buy two or more veal steaks or as
many as needed, and season with salt
and pepper to taste. ave yolks of one
or two eggs well beaten, and a crock of
cracker crumbs ready for Dip veal
in egg, then in crumbs, and until a
golden brown. Have one tWo cans
of peas opened and drained, or use fresh
peas in season. Put veal in baking pan
and cover with peas. Season with salt,
pepper and butter. Do not quite cover
with water. Put into oven and bake for
half an hour, basting at intervals to keep
peas from hardening.

Banana Pudding.

Slice three large bananas thin. Muke a
custard of the yolks o egygs, two
cups milk, one-haif cup sugar, snall
piece of butter, pinch salt, two table-
spoonfuls of flour, and a little vanill..
Beat all together and boil in a2  donble
boiler until it thickens, then pour over
the bananas and serve with whipped
cream,
