A Race of

Centenarians

The 1910 census of the world
showed that in Great Britain, the
United States, France and Germany,
only one person in every 10,000 lived
to be a hundred years old, but that
in Roumania and Bulgaria one out
of every 250 lived a century or over,
many living to be 125 years old, and
that a large proportion of the men
of Balkan countries were over 6%
feet tall. The diet of the latter races
is almost entirely whole rye bread
and sour milk.

ROMAN MEAL is a combination
of entire grains, in proportions of a
properly balanced ration. 85% of it
is rye, rich in the salines which pro-
mote growth.
