Mr. Adams moved, seconded by
QCapt.  Irving — Whereas there are
large quantities of ore sent out of the
province for the pur of being smelted

| employment to a large number of work-

men and would help business generally.
Therefore, be it resolved, that a respect-
ful address be presented to His Honor
the Lieutenant-Governor requesting him
to press upon the Dominion government
the desirability of placing an export
duty on all ores going out of the country,
such export duty to take effect fwo years
from the date of this 1esolution.

Mr. Adams, in speaking to his resolu-
tion, said that if the ore taken out from
the {;rovincial minss was reduced hereit
would be of great benefit.  He pointed
out that some yearsago when the United
States placed a duty on silver-lead ores
exported from Mexico to the United
States instead of injurlng Mexico was a
benefit to that country, for as a_conse-
quence the smeltipg industry was built
up in Mexico to treat the ores that for-
merly were exported raw. He believed
that an ex duty on raw ore in Brit-
ish Columbia would have exactly the
same effect here,

Hon. Mr. Baker was very sorry to dif-
fer from Mr. Adams, for while he
that it would be of great benefit to the

smelting industry, yet' at present

the mining owner had a large market to| th

which to send his ores and a duty on
the ore would shut out all competition.
Provincial smelters in the absence of
such competition would form a ring that
would foree the mine owners to sell their
migenls at any price the smelters chose
to fix. A

Oaptain Irving supported the resolu-
tion, saying that it would stop such a
thing as the proposed building of a
smelter at Northport, just outside the
British Columbia line, to_which it was
intended to export British Columbia
ores. In British Columbia there was
coke and ev ing required for smelt-
ing, and he believed ;that the smelting
should be done in this country.

Mr. Sword said this was one of the
matters that could only be dealt with by
the Dominion government. He

Mr. Huff asked the Chief Commis-4
sioner of Lands and Works what
steps were taken in respect to a motion
of this house passed on the 27th Febrn-
ary,-1896, with regard to the protection
of the banks of the Cowichan river;

In rd to the point of order raised
on Mmcpherson's motion of the pre-
vious day directi government to stop
the sale of lands for fishing station sites,
Mr. Speaker gave the following ruling:

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LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

. A very interesting question ecame wu
in the house y erday when the Provin-
cial Becretary raised the point that Mr.
Macpherson’s metion in regard to the
manner of handling .crown lands on the
sea mt and on navigablerivers was out
of o . Col. Baker’s point is that the
motion was substantially an attempt to
amend the land law, and therefore could
not be entertained unless accompanied
by & message from the Lieutenant-Goy-
ernor, inasmuch ag the land det deals
with revenue matters. There seems to
be another objection to the motion as
presented, namely, thatitis an atten:&
to declare the meaning of an act-of
legislature. When onee an aet has been
its interpretation
or the courts, amd
cannot  declare

¥

that the act “shall not apply”’ to cer-
tain lands. But as a matter of fact the
act does apply to those lands. Mr. Fos-
ter made the point that the act left the
ma discretionary with the Commis-
sionerof Lands, and that the motion
only sought to express the -opinion of
the house as to how that discretion
should be exercised. But the motion
does more ‘than this. If its language
has any mesaning, it is virtually a repeal
of the land act as far as the sale of f-g::e
lands goes. What the rules and prece-
dents of the house may warrant, Mr.
Speaker will probably " decide to-day;
but it is very clear if the housecan

an acf this year and next year declare
by resolution that it did net” mean what
it said, a door will be opened for a good
deal of looseness in legislative work.

So far as the discussion went on Mr.
Adam’s resolution agking the ini
Government to impose an: export daty
on ore; the opinion of the majority of
the house seemed to be against it. The
mover.took the course of withdrawing
the resolution instead of pressing it.to a
vote, which: seems to have been the
wiser course, for in spite of what some
memDbers think, the question is not one
that ought to be disposed of hastily.

discussion of --a-matter -of- this kind
it is desirable that these who advocate
such a radical chu;ge a8 was aimed at
by the resolution, should be prepared to

k up their views with exhaustive in-
formation. The resolution was with-
drawn, but it would’ be a good idea to
bring the question of domestic smelters
up later in the session for fuller discus-
sion, 4

Col.. Baker’s point is of quite as great
importance as Mr. Adams” resolution.
He took the gronnd that am export tax
would retard the development of the
mining country and discourage invest-
ment in it. If such a law were enacted
the owners of smelters in the Province
would be able to combine and put up
the peice charged for smelting. He be-
lieved that it was greatly in the interest
of the owners of mines of low grade ore
that foreign smelters should be allowed
to compete for it. Col, Baker ized
that Mr. Adams sought to attain a

raiseworthy object by his resolution, '
gut believed that when he had given the.
subject further, consideration he would
see the fallacy of the proposal embraced
in the resolution, Mr.Adams sought to
inerease the number of wage earners in .
the Province, but ‘Mr. Baker suggested
that by reason of the shutting down of
the low grade mines more men might be
discharged than any additional smelters
would employ. .

There was a little breeze over the
amount paid to the Vancouver World for
advertising delinquent tax lists. Dr.
Walkem brought it up and Mr, Semlin
added his views. The Premier very
adroitly turned the tables on the two
critics by inviting them to move a reso-
lution to have the particulars of the
transaction submitted to the house. As
no resolution was moved, the Jpresump-
tion is that the gentlemen 'who brought
the matter into discussion prefer to have
it left as it stands, and de not in point of
fact care to know what the exact facts
are,

Mr. Kennedy 'wants -the house to
maintain its dignity on‘all occasions and
would likesto see the utmost courtesy
extended by the house to Mr. Speaker.
There is not much to complain of in this
respect, but it is- just as well to check
any disposition to relax those unwritten
rules of order, the observance -of which
add to the sense of responsibility of
members.

Dr. Walkem and.Mr. Semlin were
good enough to assure: the house that .
they really do not eare about what the
newspapers say. Of course not. Any
one who has edited a newspaper for a
week knows how very little ,Eeople care
for what the papers say. The public
would be amused to know the manner
in which this indifference is manifested.

Mr. Speaker followed the same line as
we suggested in these notes in regard to
Mr. Macphereon’s resolntion, and held
that it was out of order. He pointed
out that the resolution was equivalent to
