The next
step in order now that the Platt amend
ment is adopted by the constitutional
convention, is for that body to take up
and pass an electorate bill which will
provide for the election of all the offi-
cers necessary to set up an independent
government in Cuba. It is said here that
such a bill is already framed, and is
ready for submission to the convention
at any moment. It may be necessary
and probably will be, to maintain some
United States troops in Cuba after the
new officials are inaugurated, and until
the Cubans have had time to set up a

WORKING AT

Alpha’s Engines Will be Saved
—Doubts As to Floating
Willamette.,

From Our Own Correspondeit.

Nanaimo, June 13.—The steamer Al-
pha’s engines will be saved practically
unharmed. They are at the foot of Yel-
low rock, in sixteen feet at low tide, and
in se good condition that they conld be
turned over with bloek and tackle to
enable divers to unscrew mnuts from the
bed. The only damaged part is the ro-
peller shaft, which is groken at pthc
Jjunction with the thrust bloek, but this
sxmphﬁqs-the salvage work by enabling
the engines to be hoisted without the
necessity of heavy unfastening work in
the shaft tunmel. The salvage crew have
two steamers at the wreck. The Al-
pha’s hull is hopelessly broken up. From
appearances the steamer seems to have
opened out from bow to stern, and drop-
ped off the reef, thé heavy seas subse-
quently breaking her up smaller. Her
boilers are all loose, and now ready
for hoisting. The wreckers expect to
have the engines and boilers on the
barge by Sunday or Mouday.
Passengers by the City of Nanaimo
tonight express strong doubts as to the
Willamette ever being floated. All at-
tempts to bring the lower edges of the
fracture to the hull closer than fifteen
inches at the keel, have failed, ‘Thne
steel plates brought up from Seattle a
fortnight ago, are still lying on Moran’s
barge unused. High tide fills her and
the bilge is never clear of water. Three
hundred tons of coal in the centre com-
partment is causing the hull to buckle
there, The wrecking crew have her
standing on her keel. Robert Moran ad-
mits it is a bigger job than he ever cal-
culated. A supreme effort will be made
tomorrow to draw the lower edges of the
crack together.

A POWERFUL DREDGER.

The Mud Sucker That Has Just Been
{Launched at Westminster,

The dredger for the Fraser river was
launched on “Tuesday at Westminster
and the following description is taken
from the Columbian:

An idea of the dredge may be }lad by
the following statistics, the public gen-
erally has already been made acquainted
‘withthe naturerof the service to be per-
formed and the modus operandi. The;
hull, as launched this morning, is 126
feet O inches long, 32 feet wide, and
T feet 6 inches deep: the length overall
being 225 feet. It is what ds called a
composite hull, steel and wood. The
steel frame is formed on the channes
and angles plan. The keel channel hay-
ing riveted to it all the angles forming
the mribs, ete. About 20,000 bolts and
nuts have been used in the hull. A fore-
and-aft truss frame 15 feet 6 inches deep,
the length of the boat, takes the place
of log chains, and there is a shear
streak 18x3-8 steel. The whole construc-
tion is braced and trussed in the most
substantial manner, and resembles some-
what a bridge upside down. This
strong framework—made by the Polson
Tron Works, Toronto, and built there be-
fore being conveyed across the continent
in sections—is covered with timber, 4-in,
fir, tar paper and 14 in. sheathing.

The main deck will be wholly occupied
with boilers, engines, and numerous ma-
chines, pumps, etc, fThe engines for
propelling the dredge are 16x72 inches,
and will drive a 19-feet stern wheel. The
pumping machinery is powerful, triple
expansion, with cyelinders 131, 22 and
36 inches, by 21 inches. There will be
two Heine water-tube boHers, with a
heating surface of 3,000 feet, and a
working pressure of 160 Ibs. Either may
be worked independently. There will
be a 3 ft. x 8 ft. x 6 in. surface con-
denser, and a cooling surface of 850 sq.
ft. The air pump will be 10x14x12, and
6-in. circulating pump with independent
centrifugal pump. The feed, fire and
general purpose pumns will be ‘4.
14%x10 in. The suction pipe, which
will excavate the mud, ete., from the
river bottom, will be 20 inches in dia-
meter, and this fact establishes thea
status or denomination ‘of the eraft,
wihich s, therefore a 20-in. hydraulic
dredge. ;

These engines will have a capacity of
sucking up about 750 yards of ordinary
river bottom material per hour. - This
is diseharged by a long pliable pipe at
any distance required up to 2,500 feet.
T'his pipe is supported, say across a
river by fifty pontoons, the dirt being
piaced on shore as required. Twenty-
five of these pontoons will be 24x12x2%
feet, and 25 will be 34x12x21%5, The con-
struction of these pontoons has been de-
layed as improvements to be introduced.
On the upper deck there will be quar-
ters for twenty men. The space is ap-
portioned for wheel house, officers’ din-
ing room, spare room, room for the cap-
tain, engineer, 2nd engineer, and mate,
kitchen, pantry, crew’'s mess, store Toom,
cook’s room, ice box, lavatory and bath,
and aft, berths for sixteen men. These
quarters will all be on the top of the
present deckhouse,

Murder of /Louisiana Planter Leads to
Dangerous Conditions,
Shreveport, La., June 13.—Thig city
and vicinity has been in a state of fever-
ish excitement and unrest since yesterday
when John Gray Foster, a prominent
planter was shot and killed by Prince
Kdwards, a negro employed on the Ios
ter plantation. An armed posse of white
men has been scouring the country in
an attempt to capture Kdwards. A dozen
Or more negroes are under arrest. Foster
was widely known and very popular, He
was a brother-in-law of Governor Mec.
Millan of Tennessee, and belonged to
one of the oldest families in this state:
There had been bad feeling for some
time past between the megroes and over-
seers in Foster’s plantation, and Foster
was asked to settle the difficulty. The
planters, with Foster, started for the
plantation and upon reaching a negro
cabin he was fired wpon’ and killed.
There were a dozen negroes in the cabin,
and they broke and ran in all directions,
The overseers were quickly joined by
white citizens, and it was not long be-
fore all the negroes were arrested with
a single exception, being Prince FEd-
wards, who it is said did the shooting.
Posses were quickly formed and started
on a hunt for the negro, but as yet have
made no further arrests. There were
many wild rumors afloat throughout the
day, the most sensational being that the
negroes were in imminent danger of be-
ing lynched.
