OTTAWA, July 8.—After a

now before the Senate. Premier Laur-
ier introduced the measures into the
House February 21 and on July 5 they
received their third reading. Most of
the talk in the interval was about the
school . clause, while in the opinion of
many motie important issues, notably the
distribution of the constituencies, were
relegated to second place. There was a
time during these five months, when the
Laurier government was in deadly peril.
Mr. Sifton resigned his portfolio, making
the school question an excuse, but it was
only an excuse. The real cause is a
mystery. Mr. Fielding followed suit. His
resignation was actually placed in the
hands of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, though
never acted npon. Then the Western
Liberal members intimated that the
school clauses were not satisfactory,
aud would not receive their support. On
top of all this the French members of
the cabinet became angry and there was
open talk among the French “back
benchers” that if the government
backed down, the support of Quebec
would be withdrawn. This was a lovely
situation for the Premier to. face. He
met it bravely andieven somewhat sav-
agely. He informed his followers that
if they were not ready to support him
he was ready to quit. He would retire
from politics and leave them to select
another leader. This caused them to
paunse.

Esquimalt Garrison

Sir F. Borden presented to the House
the correspondence which has taken
place with the imperial authorities
in reference to the taking over of
the garrisons at Halifax and Esqui-
malt by the Dominion. On January
20 a report of the minister of militia
was adopted by the cabinet, setting
forth that at the colonial conference
in 1902 the secretary for war and the
retary for the.admiralty suggested

shouid ‘contribute some portion of the
cost of maintenance of the imperial
army and navy. The Canadian minis-
ters could not agree to this sugges-
tion, but offered instead to relieve the
imperial government of the cost of
garrisoning Halifax and Esquimalt.
The object of the order-in-council
was to renew the offer in a formal
manner. In making it the Ottawa
ministers renewed their wish and
their intention in the event of the of-
fer being accepted to avail themselves,
in all military matters, of the experi-
ence of imperial officers as far as|
might be congistent with the prineciple
of self-government. This order was
duly transmifted by Earl Grey, and
was acknowledged by the colonial sec-
retary on February 8. It was re-
ferred to the army council in London,
who in a report pointed out that it
would be difficult for Canada to re-
place the imperial troops in the two
forts for some time, and suggesting
that until this could be Aone Canada
should make 'a direct payment to the
home government of £200,000 per
annum, exclusive of Canada’s present
contribution top the Esquimalt defences.
It was pointed out also that at the
end of March the time of many of the
men of the Royal Garrison regiment
at Halifax would expire, and there-
fore it was Buggested that new ar-
rangements should go into effect on
April 1, theefoya.l Garrison regiment
to be replaced by Canadian troops as
early as possible.

“Therefore, it was imperative before
approving a bill separating the consular
systems of Swedon and Norway that I
should consider the welfare and interest
of both countries, and I had a perfect
right as King of Norway to refuse my
sanction.

“The refusal of the Norwegian cabi-
net to countersign my veto was inex-
cusable, as the constitution prescribes
that the King may decide according to
his Jjudgment, and that all his orders
must be courtersicned by the cabinet.

“Thus the Norwegian constitution, my
own conscience and my consideration of
the welfare of both kingdoms led me to
the action of vetoing the comsular bill.”

This is the first interview granted by
King Oscar to any one. His Majesty
had been advised not to talk for publica-
tion, and every effort was made by his
entouyage to prevent a correspondent
reaching him. The Associated Press
correspondent, however, received a com-
munication last night summoning him to
a private andience today.

Dual Language Proposed.

Apart from the school question the
two bills involve other important issues,
control of public domain, establishment
of provincial governments and the taxa-
tion of C.P.R. property. As to the first
of these there was a decided difference
of opinion. Conservatives thought the
better plan would be to hand over the
land to the new provinces and be done
with it, but the government view that
lands shall remain under control of-the
Dominien prevailed. It looks as if the
provinces are getting the best of the
deal, as the lands once passed into their
hands would be gone absolutely, while
under the ‘arrangement adopted the an-
nual grant will go on for ever.

Swedish King
Seeks Publicity

Ruler of Sweden Arranges an
laterview With Asseclated
Press,

Expleln_s His Positlor aad Poinis
to Provisiens of the
Conztitution.

! Stockholm, July 6. — King Oscar
granted a private audiénce to a corres-
pondent of the Associated Press at the
royal pajace today. In a lengthy conver-
sation His Majesty expressed his views
on the present situation and said em-
phatically that he would never allow any
of his sons or grandsons to accept the
Norwegian throne. Speaking of the at-
titude of Norway, the King displayed
deep emotion and expreseed hearife;t sor-
row at Norway’s treatment of him after
thirty-two years’ unceasing labor for its
bappiness and prosperity.

1£s Majesty said he wished to convey
through the Associated Press his thanks
for hundreds of expressions of sympathy
received from the United States,

In the course of conversation the King
reiterated his official utterances regard-
ing his position on the consular bill
passed by the storthing and the
events which followed his veto of it, he
said: ““When the King of Norway con-

demands that he shall veto a bill passed
by the storthing, his right to do so is
unconditionally shown in Norway’s con-
stitution, and he ‘would be false to his
oath if he does not exercise this right

TEN LUCKY ESCAPES.
Lightning Destroys Tree in New York

“At 6:30 o'clock this evening the
crew did not reply to a signal., Al-
though the situation is desperate, hope
of saving the men has not been aban-
doned.”

Officials

in order to save their own official po-
sitions. 'With that object in view, it
is stated on absolutely reliable author-
ity that not only have the officials

Petersburg, but that they are planzing

a general massacre of Jews so that

they can claim that an enraged popu-

lace rose against the plotters who de-
sire to overthrow the government.

A police official, who is usually well
‘informed, stated that not only are
other Jewish massacres pl ed, but
that those will participate them
are now being organized:

Martial law will be continued here

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RECEIVE PAUL JONES' ASHES.

Impressive Ceremony at Delivery of
American Hero’s Remains.

Paris, July 7.—In the presence of the

Inciting

lomatic representatives of many for-
eign governments, and civil and nayal
officials of the United States, the body
of Admiral Paul Jones was formally
delivered to the United States govern-
ment. The ceremony was one round
of impressive dignity with brilliant
military and naval pomp in which the
soldiers and sailors of France and the
saflors of America united in-tender-
ing honors to the illustrious founder
jof the American navy.

The occasion was probably without
parallel, as the funeral was that of a
revolutionary hero who had lain ne-
glected in a foreigh grave for more
than a hundred years.

Seldom has, any event awakened
such widespread interest in the French
capital.

Dense throngs packed the Champs
Elysee and other principal thorough-
fares to witness the imposing cortege,
which for the elaborateness of its
military feature equaled the martial
display on the occasion of the visit of
King Alfonso.

The ceremony of delivering the body
took place in the American church
on the Avenue d’Alma at 3:30 o’clock
iIn the afternoon. The inner portion
of this Gothic edifice was beautifully
decorated with plants and flowers. At
the foot of the chancel rested the
casket wrapped in an American flag
and literally buried in masses of floral
emblems. The French government
had taken charge of the a;-&i:menta,

and cuirasseurs gf the f office,
wearing impressivé silver 8, aet-
ed as ushers.

At the right of the altar sat Ambas-

ator Henry C. Lodge,” Rear Admiral
Sigsbee and other officers° of the
Amerigan squadron; Across the aisle
sat Premier Rouviér with other mem-
bers of his cabinet, practically the en-
tire diplomatic corps. and officers of
the army and navy, The members
of the diplomatic corps were in full
uniform. Scores of American sailors
i the naves on either side of the altar
gave a fitting background to the im-
pressive scene. After brief religious
iservices, General Porter, in evening
dress, according to the French custom,
with the red sash of the Grand Cross
of the Legion of Honor across his
‘breast, advanced alongside the casket
and formally delivered the body to
IMr. Loomis as the representative of
the United States ,and commissioned
Admiral Sigsbee to convey to the
United States.

Cherbourg, July 7—The funeral train
bearing the body of Admiral Paul
Jones and 500 American sailors and
marines arrived here from Paris this
morning. An ‘enormous crowd sur-
founded the railroad station and ‘wit-
nessed the removal of the body to a
mortuary chapsl erected on the wharf
of the American steamship line. The
jceremony of transferring the body of
}the Admiral to the Brooklyn will occur
jat noon tomorrow, and the squadron
will sail at § o’clock in the evening
for the United States.
