In an address at Coventry on the

It was
because they had been brought up
with the idea that the invasion of
this country was an impossibility and
that so long as they had a powerful
navy 'they could “rest in their beds”
and have no thought about the safety
of their homes. That there should
be such a general idea of security.
and Immunity from danger was per-
haps not altogether surprising, seeing
that since the Spanish Armada no
enemy had ever attempted to land
on the shores of England. There
had been scares since, and. one of
those caused the creation of the Vol-
unteer force..,The fact was that the
Volunteer force had never been taken
up seriously by the nation. It had
been lopked tupon more as a national
sentiment than a reality or necessity.
Now it was the same with the Teri-
torial force. The people could not
believe that this force would ever bhe
required to defend their country from
Invasion, for if they ‘did it was im-
possible that they would be content
to entrust such a supreme duty to
less than 260,000 untrained men and
officers. He confessed that that feel-
ing of security astonished him. It
was a false security, and could only
be felt by people who were either too
apathetic to inquire what was going
on in the world around them or were
ignorant of the changes that were
taking place.

They were not now in the position
of twenty or thirty years ago. Un-
fortunately for
naval supremacy was being challeng-
ed. Other nations besides Germany
were building ships as large and pow-
erful as those of Great Britain while
Germany alone was rapidly overtak-
ing them in the number, speed, and
power of her new vessels.

Vagnstrate lmposes Penalty
on Firm for Infraction of the
Postal ~ Laws . Through
Freighting Mail

Baxter ‘& Johnson were fined $91.64
a fine of one cent—the deficiency in
postgge—on each of 9164 letters sent
from here by express to be mailed at
Vancouvey, by Maglstrate Jay in the
police court yesterday. The charge
was laid by the postal authorities un-
der the post office act and was heard
some months ago before Acting Mag-
istrate Prior in the police court, a
decision being given in favor of the
defendant company. The case was
appealed, and the appeal court order-
ed it to be returned to the police mag-
tstrate with instructions to impose
a penalty. . The magistrate took into
consideration the ignorance of the
law, which while not an excuse was
worthy of consideration in imposing
a fine and also took into consideration
that the postal authorities had offer-
ed some time ago to settle for pay-
ment of the deficiency in postage on
9164 letters. He therefore fined the
defendant company $91.64. It seems
that the company  sought to post a
large number of letters for Vancou-
ver delivery and freighted the whole
lot by the Dominion Express company
to Vancouver for postage there at the
one cent rate.. 'When the postal au-
thorities learned-of the freighting of
the letters they demanded the addi-
tional- postage from Baxter & John-
Son, whor asked that the amount paid
for freighting the letters to Vancou-
ver be substracted. This was refus-
ed and prosecution was started. The
fine was imposed without costs.

PATERNO’S CRIME

Murderer of Princess Trigona Likely
to Live to Answer for His Deed
—Makes Statement

ROME, March 4.—It is expected that
Baron Vincenzo Paterno, the lieutenant
who stabbed Princess Giulia Trigona di
Sant’ Elia, lady-in-waiting to. Queen
Helena, will live to answer for his
crime,

The attending physicians believe that
the crisis has passed. The fever has
decreased and. Paterno rested for sev-
eral hours today. The bullet which he
fired in an attempt to commit suicide
is still lodged in his skull, but the pa-
tient appears not to have been serious-
ly injured.

Owing to the improvement in Pa-
terno’s condition, the crown prosecutor
interrogated him this afternoon for
nearly an hour. - Paterno took advan-
tage of his condition to answer only
what he wished. He repeated often:
“I loved thdt woman. I loved her too
much. She refused to belong to me
longer. It made me lose my head.”

He insisted on issuing a note deny-
ing that he killed the princess for re-
venge or that he desired to have her
money.

After waking from a restful sleep
today he was asked by a doctor if he
desired anything. He answered: “Yes,
cigarettes and black coffee,” but his
request was denied

Several deputies who were formerly
officérs in the army questioned the
minister of war in the chamber today,
asking why no measures had been
taken against Faterno on sccount of
his disreputable life. The minister
plied that since 1903, when Paterno en-
tered the army, nothing had been re-
ported’ officially against him. His
financial embarrassments ‘were Known,
the minister added, and ¢au-ed his su-
periors to censure him Severely, but
nothing éxisted grave enough te ren-
der him unworthy to Wwear the uni-
form.

The ministen ended by saying he had
asked all the officers of the army-. to
denounce their colleagues who even in
private life forgot the oath of honor,

Premier Replies that there is
No Question of Indian Title
to be Referred to the Courts
—Indians C(z'r:ii'ally Received

Ninety six Indian chiefs and dele-
gates: who, in the language of their
spokesman, had “dragged their weary
bodies great distances to ask for Jus=
tice,” ~appeared before the provincial
executive yesterday morning to dis-
cuss the question of the title to the
unsurrendered lands of British Colum-
bia. = They were accompanied by, Dr.
A. E. Bolton, Rev. C. M. Cate and Mr.
J. I Teit, of the Columbian Institute
of Anthropology of New York, who
acted ag spokesman for those who
were unable to speak English. The
who met
the visiting aborigines were the Prez
mier, Hon, Price Ellison, Hon. Thos.
Taylor, Hon. A. E. McPhillps, and
Hon. Dr. Young. ;

Chief R. P. Kelly, who is now
charge of the Methodist Mission
Hartley Bay, read the memorial of
the delegates. It set forth in  brief
that the Indians claim that the Indian
tribes still hold full proprietary rights
in the unsurrendered lands of the
province, This claim, the memorial
said, was acknowledged by Sir James
Douglas, by the Colonial Office, and
afterwards by the then Governor Gen-
eral, Lord Dufferin. As it w, now
denied by the provincial aut rities,
the Indians asked that it be submit-
ted to the courts.

Chief XKelly denied- the a‘llegation|
that the agitation over this alleged |
title had been fomented by the "So- |
ciety of Friends of the Indians.” On |
the contrary, he alleged that the claim
was advanced by the Indians them- |
selves “in the hope that justice would
be done them.”

Chief John Chilkaleetsa of Douglas
Lake, also spoke through the inter-
preter. He said, “I wish to hear from
you whether you eclaim that this
country of British Columbia belongs
to you and your government or does
it belong to the Indians? If you
claim. that it belongs to you, then we
are of opposite opinions, and I desire
that we should go together to some
big court house to have it settled.”

George Quakatston, sub-chief of the
Cowlehans, said: “God knows that
I do not come here with a lie in my
heart or my mouth to deceive you.
We are crowded By white people and
we are trying to learn their ways but
when we turn our cattle out to graze
they are put in pound and we are,
made to pay for them. My name is
written here in this' country because
God has placed me here and in doing
so he put lands here for me to stay
on.
