The Municipality vs. the City.

It will be remembered, that at the last sit-
ting of the Supreme Courts, a case was state-
ed by consent, whether the City of Frederic-
ton was liable to pay a portion of the ex-
pense of converting the lower flat-of the
County Court House into offices for.the . Re-
gistrar of- Déeds, the ‘Sheriff aad Clerk of
the Peace, and-that {he matier was argued
for the city by Mr. O. 'W. Beckwith, Oity
Olerk, and for the Municipality, by Mr. H-
B. Raimsford. Secpétary-Treasurer. Judg-
ment then reserved; was délivered on Satur
day, sdverss to the conitentfon of the Muniei-
pality, the Court holding (Weldon and Wot-
more, J, 8.5 dissenting; snd Fraser J. teking
no part), that the Act, 43 Vietoria 0., 41, re-
lating to the administration of Justice in the
County, only made the city liable for one
third of the expense of repairing’ existing
County buildings, not of constructing new
ones, which the alteration in the Court House
substantially was. The Chief Justice and
Judge Palmer, however, stated, that they had
to decide that there was no legal liability of
the city, but they did not hesitate to say, that
the city ought, in justice, to pay a proportion
of this expense, as they were as much inter-
ested as the County, in having safe and suit-
able offices for the Registrar of Deeds, Sheriff
and Clerk of the Peace, which the alteration
in the Court House had provided.

The judgment therefore, admits that the
city has no legal liability, but that in equity,
the corporation of Fredericton should share.
the expense. We presume that in the face
of the statement of the Chief Justice and
Judge Palmer, the city will feel constrained
to pay its proportion, and not take refuge be-
hind the ‘strict Jetter of the judgment. It
is well to have the points decided, however,
for future guidance.

On Hanlan’s Defeat!

The Ex-Champion’s Record.

The recent defeat of Hanlan in Australia
by Beach, a comparatively unknown oars-
man, has given rise to much discussion, and
some division of opinion, particularly regurd-
ing the causes that led to the defeat of the
slmost imvinecible Canadian. The current
opinion among those who know Hanlan best,
however, is that his defeat was due to climatic
influences. It will be remembered that soon
after arriving in Australia he: contested a
race with Layeock whom he had easily van-
quished in land, but on the latter occa-
sion he me {o:ovod his distance, winning
by only half a boat length. - Beach, his latest
omnent, has been defeated by Trickett more
than once, and if Hanlan was in decent con-
dition at all, it would seem strange that he
should it Beach to triumph over him:
There have been stories that the
Canadian sold the race, but they are not be-
lieved by any considerable number of &oople.
It is more generally accepted, that-Hanlan
was not in proper condition.

The Toronto Giobe eays that “no person
in Toronto knows what to ssy in answer to
the question, * What do you think about the
race?’ There has always been an abiding
confldence in the honesty and honor of the
boy in blue, and it seems impossible to sus-
pect that now, after baving reached the zenith
of fame, he would tarnish his glorious record
by ¢ throwing ’ this race with Beach, It is
true the temptations must have been many.
The champion was at the other side of the
world from his Oanadian home, and was nn-
attended by any of his friends. His trip to
Australia {u n an expensive one, and
there have been but few opportunities of
making money by races in Australis. With
all these temptations it is hard to suppoee
that Hanlan purposely lost the race. His
record is all to the contrary, and if he was
beaten without an accident, he was beaten
honestly and by a better man. From the
time when as a lad, he won the championshi
of Burlington Bay in his first professiona
race, until his last race, Hanlan had never
been beaten in a match race. In Eogland
and America and Australia the wonderful
boy in blue had always finished in front, and
without much of a struggle.’’

Hanlan has certainly made a wonderful
record for himself, which since his first mtqh
