A False Step-by the T. P. B.

tari6 and Quebec was hailed as a boon too
tong delayed but come at last. Ever since
the opening the Ontario and Quebec road
has been gaining in favor with
Toronto merchants and shippers, and

Theehuqo
appears to be regretted by all friends of
the Canadian -Pacific in Toronto, who have
yet expressed themselves on the subject,
Admitting the necessity of putting the
whole rond from Montreal to Port Arthur
under one general superintendent, it is
held that Toronto is still the best point
from which to direct. A grave error hag
been committed, but a suggestion as to a
way of conveniently amending it is talked
of. When the Gravenhurst and Callender
link has been completed, and western On=
tario’s connection with the main line west
ward has become an mccomplished fact,
then would be a good time to send Mr,

The Martini-Hemry Rifie.

The inquiries instituted regarding the
occasional “‘ jamming” of the Martini-
Henry rifle, used in the Soudan campaign,
havé resulted in the oconclusion that the
desert sand is not s0 much the canse of it
a8 the defective manufacture of the cart-
ridge metal. The Iatter is altogether too
thin and *‘papery,” and in too many
pleces, and when the charge is fired the
metal explndl. and thus sometimes jams
in the chamber, The case of the cartridge
is 8o thin that it often bends and breaks in
the men’s pouches,  where it is carried
loose, a¢ it must be. If kept well greased
it does not jam, but this is not always
practicable, The general opinion is that
the case should be ‘‘solid drawn,” thus
obviating the nooenity for so many com-
ponent

With the rlﬂa'lmlf no fanlf is found, It
has- proved itself to be a thoroughly
effective weapon, but it would be much
improved if a solid drawn cartridge case
were used with’ a little mote powder and a
little less lead,

As we learn from the London Times an-
other lesson tanght by the Soudan cam
paign is the absurdity of arming mounted
infantry with long Martinis, which are
most nnsnitable on “horseback in the dense
bush. A short repeating oarbine would
unquestionably be the best weapon,

This entirely accords with our own
opinion and applies fo the circumstances
of the country at present. Our mounted
infantry scouts and sharpshooters en-
gaged in the Northwest rebellion should
be armed with the Bullard repeatin®
¢arbine, It is sharp and handy and has
swivels and sling straps attached so that it
can be easily carried by mounted men, It
is in every respect the best weapon now
&vailable for the use of our men at the
fromt,

Vhat Shall We Do Wit o; Our Indians ?
From the McLeod Guzette.

The whole object of the government has
been, and we presume still is, to make the
Indians self-supporting, ‘and to do this
they propose to make them & race of
farmers, ‘Individual Indisns may develope
into fair grangers, bat that every mothet’,
son of afi Indian in the Northwest is &
natural born farmer is an assumption not
supported by experience or common
sense, The Indian who will plant his

potatoes one day, dig them the next to
see if they have grown, and want to lick
the’ instructor because they have not, is
more fit for the legislature than the potato
patch, The same applies to the aborigine
who fences his place’ naz stmmer, ‘snd
burns the rails in the ter. No, the
assumption that every Indian can be made
a farmer is a poor one to start out with,
and dismal failure oan be the only result
of following it up. Among the whites,
different men follow differens trades and
callings, and ' who knows 'but thas there
is abundance of latent tslent among
the Indians, which “if encouraged would
roduce excellent tradesmen of - all
inds, A single instance is oalled to mind
by an incident which was told uw ohly the
other day. The ‘Indian in question was
evidently a nataral born jewelier; for our
informant told us that he could make rings
of ‘various designs,’ of silver and ‘brass,
quite as good as any that e had ever seen,
and- this only with the roughest tools,
Can any one sup) for & moment that
nature intended that Indian to be a farmer?
Has the governmient 'any definite idea
what thousands of Indians. will do with
their sorplus grain orop, -upqoning such
an infpossible thing as the Indiand all
pmbly farming were eventually to hap-
Certain it is that even the white
man in the dountry who grow dérops cannot
find & market for all their prodace, and
last fall Indisne who brought potatoes into
town for =ale gave them away rather than
carry them "back to the reserves. = If this
is the case now, when the fa rming among
them practically amounts to nothing; what
will it be when the fond hopes of the gov-
ernment are realized regardingthiem all?
And then the governmént have shemwelves
said that the countty of the Blackfeet is
not an'agricultural omntr% and it seems &
mockery to try and trake Indians do what
they say & white man can’t.
In the woheme for the ultimate self-
support of the Indisns, farming must be

{ considered only as an integral part of the

whole system. The Blood ressrve is an
excellent stook range, capable of earryinga
large number of cattle. - The same applies
to the other reserves in ireaﬁxy 7. If it ie
found that some of the Indians pre-
fer stock-raising to any other ococups-
tion, "let the ' government ! give ' them
enough cattle to vo them a good start.
The majority wou obably take to this,
At the eentral the reserves, which
can be cslled the towns, let workshops of
varions kinds be “erected, with competent
men to teach the younger Indians the
trades ‘they might prefer, snd establish-
ments where the girls would be taught
sewing and cooking. When this work had
been advanced s certain stage, some ‘of the
younger fellows could be initiated in the
mysteries of business life.
