WANT A 20 DAYS QUARANTINE.

The Provineial Health Officers Take
Prompt Measures. -

Dr. Bryce, secretary of the Provincial
Board of Health, who is in New York with
she Cholera Commission, has sent a lengthy
sommunication to the board.

At a special meeting.of the board held
yesterday the secretary’s letter was read and
sonsidered by the members present, who
were Dr. Cassidy (chairman), Dr, Macdonald,
Hamilton; Dr. Kitchen, St. George, and Dr.

Vaux, Brockville,
Dr. Bryce’s letter stated the results of the
sommission’s investigations. . The Grosse
Isle quarantine station, he said, was inade-
unately equipped, even with the addition of
the Toronto apparatus, several days being
required for the disinfection of a single ship.
The letter was in substance the same as the
published reports of the commission,

The board decided that strict quarantine
regulations were an absolute neceasity, and
the following resolution 'was carried unani-
mously:

“lhat in view of the action of the Presi-
dent of the United States, who has issued an
arder establishing a guarantine of 20 days
against vessels earrying emigrants, 8o as to
prevent the introduction of cholera into the
ports of the United States,thereby d:;l:ot::ﬁ

States, it was thought advisable to recom-
mend that protective measures should be
taken, and this resolution was passed:

“Tnat we recommend the Government of
Ontario to pass an order-in-council authoriz-
ing the appointment of sanitary inspectors,
whose office it shall be to board all trains,

steamboats, etc., pussing from the State of

New York into the Province of Ontario in
order that they may take such steps as may
be necessary to prevent tgo importation of
ra into this province.

cbﬁlre. Norman Aﬁrm, Medical Health Officer
of Toronto, who was present, was request
to give his opinion on the removal of privy
pits. Dr. Aﬁen stated that there were 12,000
privy pits in the city, and that they were
undoubtedly a fruitful source of disease. He
expressed the opinion that municipalities
would soon find it necessary to abolish them.
W hile on this theme the Board took occasion
to pass this resolution:

‘P'l‘hat the.Provincial Board of Health de-
sires to empbasize an opinion already
expressed on several occasions, that all privy
pits sbbuld be abolished in every municipal-
ity in the provioce, regarding them as a
most potent factor in the spread of Asiatic
cholera and other epidemic diseases.”

One of the next questions with which the
board would have to deal, Dr. Allen thought,
would be the proposal to coustruct a trunk
sewer with treatment of sewage at the out-
full,

A pamphlet issued by the board in 1584
and containing instructions for the preven-
tion of the spread of cholera was read by Dr.
Cassidy, and the board decided that the
pamphlet should be revised and a sufficient
