A French Journal *ajs i «Was Murdered
—Mistory of the Globe Girdler.

The Pittsburg friends of Frank Lenz
have advices that “La Vale,” the leading
pycling journal of France, asserts that it
recaived -a despatch that ILenz had been
murdered by Kurdsnear Ezeroum, on May
7, 1894, the last tims ‘anything definite
was heard from:him.

Frank Lenz was born in Philadelphia in
1568. While young his parents movad to
Pittsburg, where he was educated for a
business life. His first .venture was at
bookkeeping, at which hs proved an adept.
AMhile following' this businoss he took to
pycling as 8 means of health and recrea-
tion. He had not pursued it long until
he becams a master at long-distance rid-
Ing, going as far as New Orleans on wheel
during a vacation he was enloying ih his

4th year. This' performance brought him

to such prominence that, scarcaly a year
after,the publishing company engaged him
to make a tour of the world om whael dn
Its interest, 1t offered such good induce-
ments in the way of salary and the re-

nown of what would follow. from letters”

he would ‘write to it, that he started on
the tour from Pittsburg on May 15, 1892

His starting point was the new Pitts-
burg postoffice, where nearly 100 cyclers
from the Keystone, Allegheny and Me-
JKeesport clubs saw him oif, 50 of them

oing a good distanca with him. The last

ittsburger to bid him farewell was
Charles Petticoréd, who rode a8 far as
Brownsville, Pa., with him,

Lenz went cleay through %o San Fran-
pizco on wheel, arriving there on Novem-
ber 1, and experiencing no difficulty at
any point save In the “Bad Lands.”” Dur-~
Ing the first 107 days he was out ha trav-
pled 5412 miles on his wheel. Lenz neter
forgot Plttsburg on his long trip, which
was to ‘be secomplished in two years, cor-
responding regularly with Petticord. These
Jetters ceased last April, within one month
of the time he was due in the United
Btates. When the time of his arrival,May
15, had passed, his Pittsburg friends be-
pame anxious, and asked Outing for in-
formation concerning him. This journal
suswered them, ussuring them that he was
gll right. Months followed when news of

Lenz among those who had been killed in
Jt. Rescuing parties were then organized
for the purpose of finding him, when Out-
Ing finally made.these useless by Jdeclaring
that it-would send a man in search of him.

The Three Amendments to the Bill Voted
Down By a Union of the Popnlinu
Against the Republicans—0On the Final
Vote the Bill Was Thrown Out By
159 to 97. :

Washington, Feb. 7.—The House & dis-
cussed plans for financial relief three
days and refused by decisive votes to
pass any one of them. When the com-
mittee of the whole concluded its sessions,
three propositions were reported to the
House for its action—the original Spring-
er bill (known as the Administration
bill) proposing the issue of $5600,000,000
3-per ceut. bU-year-old bonds; the sub-
stitute proposed by Mr. Reed, authoriz-
ing the 1ssue of two-year 3-per cent.cer-
tilicates of indebtednvss to meet eurrent
deficiencies in the revenue and bonds to
cover the dificiency in the gold reserve,
with an’ amendment re-affirming the de-
claration of the Matthews resolution of
1878, to the effect that coin obligations
of the Government are payabletin stand-
ard silver dollars at its option; and the
substitute of Mr. Cox containing & re-
habilitation of state banks, with an
amendinent expressly declining to con-
fer the right to issue bonds upon: the
Secretary of the Treasury,

Mr. Bryan’s amendwent was rejected;
yeas 127, nays 169, and then Mr. Reed's
substitute went the same way by a vote
of 109 to 187. This was nearly a party
vote,the Populists and Democrats in. op-
position and Republicans in favor of the
substitute.

The amendment proposed by Mr. Cobb
to Cox’s substitute was voted down viva

! voce and the substitute received but 565

votes in the affirmative to 184 in the
negative. DBy the voute of 159 nays and
97 yeas, the House refused to order the
engrossment and the third reading of
the amended Springer bill, 'which an-
nougpcement was received with applause.
A vote by yeas and nays somewhat re-
duced the ‘majority against the pill, it
resulting yeas 185, nays 162, present
and not voting 4.

A BRITISH WINTE®,
Jce Packs in the Thames and Mersey—
Snow Plows at Work.

London, Feb. 7.—An ice floe from the
Upper Mersey has drifted down to the
river's mouth, forming a mass half a
mile long and several hundred yards
wide. The ice has blocked access to
the landing stage and compelled the
stoppage of the ferries.

The traffic of small vessels is greatly
endangered by heavy ice packs at the
mouth oi the Thames. The railways
in Scotland are still blocked with snow.
Snowplows, which have been sent out
to clear out the lines, have themselves
been imbedded in enowbanks, and the
men operating them have guifered ge-
verely from the intense cold.
