ARGUUED BEFORR THE ONTARIO
CABINET YESTERDAY.

A Deputation Asks That the York County
Bylaw Abolishing Tolls be Confirmed
—Municipalities Which Take the Op-
posite View YVoice Their Opinfons—No
Pecision Reached by Sir Oliver Mowat.

‘A deputation of about 40 gentlemen
interested in municipal government in
York county waited upon the Ontario

| Cabinet yesterday afternoon to express

their views with regard to the aboli-
tion of toll roads. Sir Oliver Mowat,
who was accompanied by Hon. A. S.
Hardy, Q.C., Hon. Willlam Harty,Hon.
John Dryden, and Hon. Richard Har-
court, received the deputation and
heard from Mr. C. C. Robinson, as
solicitor for the county of York, an
explanation of their . mission.
county council, he said, had passed a
by-law under the Municipal Act, abol-
ishing toll roads and transferring them
to the minor municipalities and it was
confirmation of the by-law that was
gought. The City of Toronto had pro-
mised to abolish market fees when this
had been received. The by-law had
been assented to by the townships of
York, Etobicoke, Scarboro, East Toron-
to, North Toronto, Aurora and\East
Gwillimbury, but was opposed by the
‘village of Richmond Hill 'and the town-
ships of Markham; Vaughan and King.
No action had been taken by Holland
Landing and Whitchurch. The step had
become necessary owing to the falling
off in tolls caused by the construction
of new roads which diverted traffic.
Moss, Q,C., in Reply,

. Mr. Charles Moss, Q.C., opposed the
confirmation on behalf of the town-
ship of Markham and the village of
Richmond. Hill, where it was consid-
ered an injustice to throw the mainte-
nance of the roads upon the munici-
palities. It would be more in the in-
terest of the public that the county
while abolishing tolls should remain
owners of the roads. Mr. Moss con-
tended that if the roads were abandon-
ed by the county there was no pro-
vision in the  Municipal Act making
them township roads; that the town-
ships would not therefore be legally
responsible for their maintenance at
a proper standard;and that serious dif-
‘ﬂcultles would arise in consequence of
non-repair. The duty of the province
{was to see that no interference took
place with the rights of the whole
public over the thoroughfares.

Mr. J. E. Farewell, Crown Attorney
of Ontario county, appeared for the

township of Pickering, in a portion of |

The Question of Ratlways.

after the abandonment of the latter.
This would affect the relation of the
bodies he represented with street rail-
way companies- within theéir borders,
and he asked that provision should be
made for this if confirmation were
granted.

Reeve Hill of York spoke strongly
for the abolition, and Deputy Reeve
Bryagys of Etobicoke expressed the ap-
proval of that course by his own mu-~
nicipality.

Mr. J. Blater, reeve of Markham,
thought the county should retain con-
trol over the roads, which otherwise
would not be maintained efficiently.
Complications would also arise he-
tween adjoining townships who had
each a portion of road.

County Control of Roads.

Reeve Pugsley of Richmond Hill
pointed out that when the matter came
before the County Council the vote
| of the municipalities interested was 20
ftor taking over the roads and 16
tagainst. = AIl the remaining votes
were from those whose interests were
not affected. He supported the aboli-
tion of tolls, but thought the roads
should remain under the control or
the county.

Reeve High of Vaughan opposed the
granting of the confirmation, and was
followed by Deputy Reeve Scott of
Markham, Reeve Chester of Scarboro,
City Solicitor Caswell and Ald. Davies.
| Sir Oliver promisedgthe matter seri-
lous consideration.
