ated sponge in it,should be unstoppered 
and applied first to one nostril and 
then to tbe other, and the vapor snuf* 
ted up till tbe threatening symptoms 
are allayed, and then it should be quick­
ly re-stoppered. No part of this treat, 
ment should be omitted, or used 
without the rest, and if a cure is desired 
it should be followed up, in season and 
out, and throughout more than one 
year, so as gradually and permanently 
to overcome the hyper-neurotic condi- 
lion of tbom.—Leeds Times.

ON CONSIGNMENT!;California's Gold History. wimmin is got sense enough 
how to vote VSTORE !The death of a man who has lived 

long and, in a worldly sense, unsuccess 
fully, is generally of little importance 
as a matter of nev e. Such events re­
peat themselves so frequently that they 
have become a part of our daily social 
life. But the death of James VV. Mar­
shall in Kelsey, Cal., will excite a 
great deal of suggestive comment. In 
February, 1848, a party of three were 
repairing the damages caused by a 
freshet. This was near the town of 
Coloma, Eldorado County. Marshall 
was one of the three. His little daugh­
ter was amusing herself as best she 
could, and having found what she 
thought a very prelty stone she ran to 
her father for his congratulations. 
That was the nugget which roused tbe 
astonishment, if not the avarice of tbe 
world. Tbe secret could not be kept. 
It found its way to tbe east,and lawyers 
without briefs, physicians without pax 
tients, ministers without sermons^ or 
persons so poor that no one would lis­
ten to them, together with tens of 
thousands who were eager to mend 
their fortunes, including thieves of 
every possible grade, poured into tbe 
country. In 1852 the population was 
estimated at a quarter of a million, but 
such a crowd waa never seen before. 
Many of them bad left all moral re­
straint behind them. They were wild. 
California became suddenly a huge in­
sane asylum. Gambling houses were so 
numerous that they filled whole 
squares. Theft was continuous, murs 
der was frequent. As early as 1851 a 
vigilance committee composed of tbe 
best citizens was formed. They did
