Speaking cf the cornet cf 1843 Newcombe
srays: 'lts erbit did net certaitily deviâte from
a parabola. T'ie meut carerrul invostikgation of
it-that of Piofessor flubbard, cf Washingtoen
.- ludicated a perledeof 530 years, bttt the veîoc.
ity vîhioh would produce this perioti is se near
tbe parabolia lirnit, that the difference dace
not exceeti the uneolfaînty qf the observa-
tûonis."

If thon au astronometr should say that this
la "the cornet of 1843, whioh reappeared in
1880 and in 1882,1" it is lawful tosuggest that
ho in mixIog Ihings tee promiscuotisly. If the
orn it et the cornet ef 1843 is a parabole, the
bedy wlLl nover Yatura to this Eystean.

*seet up witb," se ta speak, by ail the principal
astrenomÈe in the world fer six montAs
Protessur J. D). Ruakle, cf Boston, publiabed
the CoIlowiîng as the rebUits Of tho compuIta-
Lions hy the' most eminent computers in this
country and Europe.
