Not that we con-
sider the work of the suthors from a
literary point of viow above criticism.
The book would bave been improved
had the MS. befure it reached the
hands of tho printer been submitted to
a discrimivativg cditor in order that
glack parts might be fitled out and re-
dundancies eliminated. But from cover
to cover thero is so muck matter of
living sympathy and curiosity that we
prefor to get tid of the duty of criticism
wb the outset. Iu the first place there
aro scores of quotations to which we
bave no roferenco whatever, a thing
that always irritates a conscientiony
rosder. Then there are some pagey
that would butéer suit the columns of
the gouventional ' sucioty” newspapor,
and there are allusions to peaple of the
honr, Bartie, Watson, Max O Rell, Bod-
kin, Rev. Mr. Reiusford aud others
who are of course quite foreign to social
life in the Huron tract in the days of the
Canada Company.

The
Hotol Roberval, & haudsome buildlug
overlookiug the lakes, is quite a dis-
tance from the scens of ¢ night's
disastrous couflagaration

The first notification the villagers
hero had of the existence of the fire was
a shootivg upward of flame from thaé
patt of the Inke where the couvent is
situated, about & mile east. ~ome peo-
ple ot ficst thon;iht it was the church;
others declared it was the convent, sud
such proved to be tha case. The chureh
and oonvent are half a mile apart and
this sccounted tor the confusion.

Ouoce it became kuown that the con-
veut was ou fire there was consterua-
tion. Ordinarily in thst ivetitation
were almost 30 young ladies upder
tuition of one kind and another, besides
& nnwber of nuus, novices, ete., making
atotal of almort & huudred. Most of
ho students were away, bowever, dar-
ug the holidays. Besides these over &

dred other schol tonded the
{uatitution, who did not sleep in the
couvent at might. Many of the latter
jotued those who rushed to the scene of
the couflagration and their aid was
valuable in guiding those who were not
scquaiutad with the locality. So soon
as those, who rushed to the fire with
good futentions, had reached the spot it
was seati that nothing conld be done to
save the large aud statoly edifice from
which the flames sand smoke were issu-
ing. The Couvens of Our Lidy of Lake
St. John is the largest iu_ the distaict,
which is uuder ths jurisdiction of the
Bishop of Chicoutuni, Mouseigaeur La-
brecque. The institution was ballt of
briok, five storeys in beight and Aaished
in 1887, coutemporaueous with the
apening of the Roberval branch of the
Lako St. Johnrairoad, It replaced the
wooden butlding which was crected in
1882, when the mother house at Quebec
took up the matter of eatablishing an
outpost in this then comparativaly un-
known scction.

REMAINS RECOVERED.

Roservan, Q., Jan. 7.—The remains
of three of tho uvuus barned to death
yestorday wore found last eveuing in
one of the towers of the convent.
