Viewedi
fram, the promenade deck of a steamboat, ori
through the window of a flrst-class railway
carniage, an invasion of its fair western plains
would look in imagination like a pleasure ex-
cursion ; but woe betide the unlucky wight whoj
should atternpt ta, get guns, commissariat, andi
ail the thousand and one appliances of an army
through its clayey roads, impassable swamps
and difficuit gullies. The 14clever, practicable"
Americans tried that gaine once, and, as they
say themselves, "lgot tired of the contract and
gave it up."1 Nor will they, even by the incite-
mente of 1'Viator,' 'O,' and ather gentlemen af
the samne achool, try a similar gaine in a hurry.
In fact, Canada ie a country casily defended.
With ordinary preparatians, the Americans
could inake no movement at any point without
exposing saine vital position ta assauît, and the
conquet of Canada will be effected by thern
when another descent from the shores of Nor-
mnandy subjects England ta a second conquest.

Montreal is undoubtedly an open town; but
modern artillery pactice makes it a doubtful
question as ta how far it would be eithen wise
or canvenient to gfo in the direction of making
it another Antwerp. The question bMfre the
people of Great Britain je the maintenance of
her naval eupremacy. Su long as that is safe,
Canada can be made secure by her own resounces,
but she cannot be defended by any army
manoeuvring in the field which Britain eait
spare. A simple Militia organizatian, sueli as
reeommended in the pages of THE IREviEw, will
enable her to place such a force in position as
waul& inake a suceseful invasian impassible,
anid on that force the safety of the country de-
pends.
