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attack and firo to bear on tho dMameclon,
whilo it was secured ngainst any cffort on
tho part of tho onemy to turn its flanks by
supports, consisting of infantry cavalry, and
aclillery oxtending in echolon outivards
from its rear. Finding his fighting line oud
of ammunition, tho coloncel of the 16th had
to ovder up the supporting half battalion in
relief, thus, if not weakening tho lighting
ling, nt «ll events temporarily being forced
to forego the potentiality of strongthoning
itshould occasion domaml. But, us it hap.
pencd, just at the mowent of thoissue of
this order thero came another ordor to rein

force skirmishors. Undor the circumstances
what was tho chiel of the 16thtodo? 1y
oxercising his discretion he  would spoil the
symmelry of the movement. Ontheother
hwd, if he conformel to the order, hw would
be seruding forward into denser firo men
practically unarmed, becauso destituto of
any meaus of offenco. The colonel clioso
tha latter alternative; corvectly in a techs
nical sense, sinco ho striclly obeyed his
order; erroncously in a broad military senso,
had tho combat been o real one men would
have been sacrificod whilo destitute of offen-
sivo power. In successive waves of half
battalions thio Mamelon seas at length carried,
* when, to tho suprise of cvery oneconcerned,
it was found occupied already Ly a battery
of artillery belonging to tho attacking forcs
accompanied by its escort. This fiienid, then,
not an imaginary cnemy, had been the
recipient of the concentric firo of the attack.
The ficld-day, so far as concerned the 2nd
Division, came to a close about ono p.m.
Thearrivals in tho courso of the duy wero
the 2nd Tower Hamlets Mlitia, and the
Scots Groys, tho latter regiment hdving
mado a double march all the way fam M-
den Down.

On Sunduy mrniag the Dake of Cam
bridgo, with Sir Charles Staveley, and theie
respective stafls, attended Divino servico at
tho first divisional camp (Yaunaton) at
cloven, and afterwards, accompanicd by S
Massey Lopes, and the duke’s stuff, on Sun-
day paid an unexpocted visit to the convict
establishment at Princotown, aad atteded
serviéo at tho prison chapel, inspecting also
such of the proposed sites for evolutions
during the ensuing week as lay in that
direction. Being then in the hieart of tho
moor, and for tho first timo in tho presence
of tho quiet grandeur of its solitudes, Ilis
Royal MHighness expressod himself greatly
pleased, not only at tho scenery, but at the
adaptability of such 2 wide strotch of moor-
land country for military operations. At
10.30 on Monday tho troops paraded on
Ringmoor Down, and went though asham
fight. Four cavalry regiments, ninctzen
battalions, thirty-six guns, in’ all 8351, were
on parado, constituted a3 follows:—135
officers, 531 non-commissioned officors, 253
trumpeters and drummess, 7078 rank.and.
file, 1816 horses, 36 guns, 63 wagons. This
is the total available strength, and repro-
scots protty accurately tho forco with which
Sic Charlos Staveloy will have to deal
throughout tho manouvres.

STANM FIGOT ON MOXNDAY.
. Tho forco named above, on Monduy o -
ing, about tho timo stated, was deployed
on Ringmoor Down, and the Commauder in-
Cheif, attended by Sir Charles Siaveles and
avery large stalf, rodedown the lines,and,
sking up a position on tho erest of one of
the minor hills in tho locality, tho warch
past commencod. By this time o multitude
of spectators, probably 2000 in number, had
annived on tho ground in convoyances of
¢iery conceivable description, from tho four
inhand and neat wagonotte down to tho
bumblest donkey:cart.  Tho latter specice,
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however, was rare, for tho terribly steep :mg
rough roads, oven whero roads wero, defiod

tho approach of anv but strong aml wells
accustomed cattlo, Tho spoctators woro woll
rowarded for their arduous pains. The sight
on that beautiful sneuner’s_morning is ond
which wilt not readily be forgotten, Tho
infantry rogiments, in long deawn out array,

of vavious shades of gearlet, black,greon nmi
groy, tho cavalry on their dashing chargers,
tho very horses scoming to st withdelight
tho lkeen mountain fir; tho artillery, with
horses of mmmen<o power and guns of
formidablo rango; and, last, tho ambulanca
and othor wagons—all theso passedm reviow
boforo the duko and his staft;, aronnd whom,
other distinguished visitors in civilian cos-
tume, where Barl of Monnt-Iklgcumbo and
Sir Massay Inapes.  After a ahoft interval
tho tighungcommenced.  Un tho summit
somo two miles distant were discerned 2
few black specks, which the uso of fiield
glasses showed to he field-guns and riflo-
men, These had to bo distadged, and the
2nd Division was first to attempt tho task. A
linc of hight cavalry skuwrmishers were first
thrown out, aml, feoling thewr way cautious~
Iy until within range, opencd fivo with their
carbines, a proccoding which elicited a
roturn firo from tho nmtlemen on the hill,
and ns the horsemen wero quite withous
cover they would speedily have been picked
off had they been loft without supports; but
three or four regiments of infantry, among
ithem tho Tower Iamlets Militia, wora close
upon them, and soon tho artillery on both
sides opened fire, tho guns being posted on
hills at least 2 mile and 4 half awy. A
general advanco of tho Ist Division-upon the
cnemy was then ordored.  Awdes-de-camp
galloped to and fro.  Firing was continuous
from guns and rifles, all along the line,
winch extende:d at least two milez, and a
grand chargo of infautry was made as rapid-
ly as the uncieness and steepness of the
grouml woulkd perant, covered by the fire of
a scove of dield guns; backed up by caveiry,
which however, dud 10t vesture uphny o
chargo ot the steepest ol the hills. Tao task
of the a sahants was an casy one, and within
halt an hour from the mo that firc was
opecued tho chiomy's niflemen on the Inil
were supplantaxl by the red coats of the
victorious ussrilants.  For a fow minutes
firing ceased, the eromy nad vetreated, and,
accordmng o e previousiy-sidetched out-
lincof tno operations, shouki have made a
rencwviad stand on some other pomnt of van

tage; but the postiliey hadleft was so speed

ily occupied by tho artillery of tho main body
and the post 1o which they wero supposed
to be draven was so completely commanded
by these guns, that no judicious commander
would have ventured to have made @ otand
upon it.  Wheeling round to the ieft, there-
fore, the cnemy, under shelter of a small
wood and lanc and some outhouses made
for shicphenlds, sought tho rocizey mountain
1699 feet tn hicight, butaccessiblo even for
cannou oa one side. Up this tho cnemy
climbed, and perhaps, ad thoy been oqually
matched in numbers, might have mado good
their position, but tho whole of the First
Duvision was in reserve, and at once started
m purswmit.  Lac wh Regqunent wolk the
less precypitous raute, buttho Highlanders
dashied up tho Ilnte av tho donwle, as af they
had bLeenoa tho nioor =il ther hves, anda
sangunary cucountor would have easucd
amd Loukders and rocks, on sheep tracks
and goat paths, but for thoinopportune
sounding of tho retreat.  Dinnerhour had
long passad, tho Duko of Cambridge, as ho
himself expressed it, had been more than
satisticd, and so tho battle came to anabrupt
conclusion, much to tho wonderment and
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disappowrtment of the spectators. ‘Tho
whole forco was then marched back by
differont, and 1 somo cases dovious, routo
to their respective camps, and thoday’s pro-
coedings, interesting and effuctivo as thoy
had been, camo to a close.

‘This
was ono of those peculinrly damp and diz-
agreablo visitations to which Dartmoor is
frequently subject in winter, but which are
seldom known in the height of summer.
The fog was so denso- that one might stand
around tho tents and not-seo hall-a-dozen of
them; and had even the most simplo-evolu
tions beon arranged for thoe day, it would
have been impossible to carry them out,

In the cvening, tho following general
