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was 304,000,000 feet, ‘This is the smallesy
output on the river since 1866, when 1t
amounted to 309,000,000 feet. There were
rafted to Michigan from the Georgian Bay
district 238,843,024 feet, nearly all of
which went to the Sagmmaw river,

This company have ar-
ranged with Graham, Horne & Co. to
carry on the business in Fort William,
which will be conducted under the same
management as 1t has been for the past
twenty-one years.

demand by the lumber dealers of Micht-
gan, chiefly for making furniture and
inside fimshing.

Seven timber berths were sold at the
Crown Lands’ office, Fredernicton, N,
B., last week, as follows : 3£ square mile
block on \Vhite's brook, Restigouche
county, to Wm.

creck, Restigouche, 10 Wm. Richards, at
upset price ; 2 mile berth on Ten Mile
creek, St. John county, to J. E. Moore,
at upset price.

Alliston Cushing, of St. Jobn, N.B.,
returned recently from Calformia, where
he has been mierested i quartz mimes. It
will be remembered that Mr, Cushing had
the contract last year to furnish 8,000,000
feet of logs 10 Jerneagan & Fisher for the
Electrolytic Mariné Salts Company, at
North Lubec. He bad landed more than
haf «f that quanuty when the bubble
broke, leaving hun in a fair way to lose
about $20,000 by the transaction. He,
however, purchased all the logs and lum-
ber in the planmt No. 2, then pastly con-
structed, and now has a sawmill ar work
convering the fogs to lumber.

In Northwestern Ontano the winter
has been very favorable for bush work, and
a good ded of work 1s going on.

OUTLOOK FOR CANADIAN TIMBER.

Reviewing the lumber macket, the Timber
Tirades Journal, of London, kng., says:—
The quantity of timber and deals which con-
tinues to betaken into consumption is somen hat
susprnisng, constdering that we are arppeosed to
be 1 the mudale of the st wndlement munth
of the ycar. Last January similar weather
conditions prevailed, and the delivenies of thie
first two wecks of the respective years very
neatly tally, with aslight advantage to the
present one, but only in poods taken from
ship's side. In nearly all the districts which
zeceive thar supphies prom the docks and yards
of the metrapolic. huilding operations are on
the same entended seale that has marked the
course of the previousyear. It is somcthing
new to find spruce prices improving coincident
with a declining matket for Baltic whitewood.

The shippers are .amenting over the difficalty
of getung the prices of Swedish and other
north of Europe productions back to thar
former high standpoint, but they have no
sympathisers on thus side.  The fotests of Cane
ada can supply all that our markets here ve-
quire, and colunial shippets have only to ad.
just the lengths of the spruce cut to st the de-
mand to take a much larger share of the white-
wood trade fiom their north of Lutope com-
petitors,  The majur purtions of the arguments
ustd ta favur of the ments of Baliie winte, are
founded on ofd faslnoned prejudices, and it is
plamn from the stiffening of spruce prices that
those whu substtuted spruce last year, on
account of tts cheapness, ate ready to try the
experment again  Spruce is a most durable
wood under many conditiuns, and now that 1t
is being shipped 10 batten dimensions, f sup-
phed 1 6 10 20 feet lengths, would answer all
the purposes of trade.

We have ahuded before to the Canadian red
ine, of which there is plenty to be had in the
orests abroad.  This is another building wood

that scems 1o be unappreciated amongst the
trade here, but only requires some alteration in
the specification to bring it more under notice.
4y 3, 9 and 11 inch wadths 10 good sound wood
are scarce here, and likely to remain so, the
tendency of the Baltie trade being toward the
smaller dimensions.

The prne market s quiet, and the business
dune is not satisfactory as far as prices go.  In
wholesale lines the tap price for best bright
scasoned regulars is £26, but we hear that the
Juebece firms are eapecting to get an advance
on last year s figures for the winter cut leading
stocks.  There does not appear to be nearly as
wuch life now in this particular branch of the
wood trade as formerly existed—at least in the
London market. The ¢nonmous quantity of im-
voried ready-made stufl, in the shape of doors
andmouldings, in additiun to the extenstan of the
planed deals from the Swedish mills, may have
had somwe exercising influence on the consump-
tion of Canadian pine. At any rate, the prices
now obtainable here, considening the gh frece
on-board cnst and freight, are not sufficiently
remuncraive to encourage large importations
in the legitimate way and we fear ail but thie
prnimest kinds of their class will be sent to
market for shipper’s account.

THE BARBADOS MARKET.

WHITE PINE STOCKS.

Statistics were published in a recent issue of
the American Lumberman showing the pro.
duchon of lumber in 1898 and the stock on
hand at the close of the year, Commenting
theseon, this journal says <

While the product of the year was 78,000,+
000 fret Jess than that of the previous year, the
stock on hand at the close of the season show-
ed o much geeater dectease than tius, for the
total stack reported from altthe wiite pine and
hemlock wmlls 10 Michigan, Wisconsin and
Minnesota, along the Mississippi niver and on
Lake Erie, was bt 3,494.739,000 feet, agamst
3.815,558,000 feet at the close of 1897: & de-
crease of 321,000,000 feet,  Thus the stock on
hand has been decreasing in n uch more rapid
rativ than the product, testifying to the sub-
stantial character of the year's business and its
improvement over 1897, good as the latter
part of that year was,

But the figures on mill stocks do not tell the
whole story. The stock on hand at wholesale
points must be taken into consideration and in
regard to that branch of the subject complete
statistics are lacking. From some of the
markels thete are available and rehable reports,
At Chicago there was quite a heave decrease in
stock considering the volume carmed—a little
less than 10 percent,  Most other markets of
importance show sinular figures with a decrease
in some of them even greater than in Chicago.
But the wholesale matkets alone ase not
sufficient to gain an accurate view of the gen-
cral situation, The stocks on hand in retail
yards and in the hands of heavy consumers
must be considered,

The general impression is that stocks in the
hands of tetailers are lighter than ordinarily at
this season. \Vhile there was some retailers
who last fall bought quite heavily, particularly
carly in the fal}, or 1n the late summer before
the September advance n prices, most of the
stock was ptetty well exhausted by the end of
the year and it is Ubelieved that the amount
available for the winter's trade is light.

DUTY ON SPRUCE LUMBER.

A cablegram has been received by the De-
partment of Trade and Commerce at Ottawa
from Commercial Agent Rennie, at Buenos
Ayres, stating that on representations of the
Dominion Government the duty upon spruce
lumber had been reduced by the Governmnent
of Argentina by $2.40 per thousand,  Large
quantitics of spiuce lumber are annually shipped
from Canada to the Argentine Republic, the
Maritime Provinces and Baush Columlia be-
ing the principal exporters.  In September last
the duty was increased by 10 per cent., bhut as
aresult of Mr. Rennic’s good work the duty is
now Jess than it was six months ago.
