CANADIANS AT THE COLLEGE OF SURGEONS, Eeuanp.—The
ZLancet for the 27th ultimo contains the report of the Board and
Court of Examiners of the number of candidates who presented
themselves during the collegiate year 1881’82, and the number
who have passed and have been rejected from each school. We
gather from it that ten Canadians presentef‘ themselves for the
Primary—of these 7.50 passed : six went up for the Pass, and
4.50 were successful. The fraction indicates that the candi-
dates received their education at more than one school. The
percentage of rejections appears to be somewhat less among
colorial candidates generally than among the British students,
and so it should be, as the former, as a rule, have already
taken degraes and followed their studies for four years.
