Orrawa, April 17.—The postmaster-gen-

eral, Hon. Mr. Carlivg, having had his at-
tention directed to the sulject, has decided,
and the Government has endorsed his deci-
sion, that letters from membera of the active
militia in the field will be forwarded to their
destinations free of charge. The *boys”
will write their lesters, the generul or com-
manding officers of the corps will initial
them, they will then he made up intc pack-
ages, addressed to the postmaster at Wioni-
peg, and mailed at the neurest post oflice.
On reaching Winnipeg they will be stamped
and forwarded to thoir destination, the gov-
ernment supplying the stamps without any
charge. The friends of those at the front
=vill recognize & considerate act in the plan
adopted by Mr. Carling.

Wisxipea, April 19.-—~A deepatch received
Tiere to-day hy the Hudson’s Bay authorities
from Culgary, via Edmonton, pronounced the
report regarding the messacre at Frog Lake
as false. This seems to confirm the idea en-
tertained all along by Archbishop Tache, who
has always doubted the reliability of the re-
port of the atrocity.

GENEIAL MIDDLETON.

OtTawa, Oat., April 19.—Telegrams from
General Middleton this inorning state thut
the ferry has heen put in workiog order, and
that some of the men had crosseld. Crossing
is difficult. He had sent out a scouting
party under Lord Melgund and they captured
three of Riel's scouts belonging to the Teton
Sioux hand of Indians under White Cap.
From these somnu information had heen cb-
tained. They stated that White Cap’s band
were unwilling allies of Riel, Geperal Mid-
dieton detnined two and eent the third one
away to tell White Cap and ull the Indians
that Canada did not war on good Indinus,
.and no harm would come to them provided
they went on their reserves. The general
-gays the men marched 198 miles in eleven
days, which, considering the weather, bad
roads and other difticulties, is a great feat for
soldiers not yet seasoved. The 90th Butta.
lion, of Winnipeg, waded through coulees
with water up to their waists as manfully ay
if on parade, and cheered as they croszed the
streams, [fe reports none of the men sik or
in the hospital.

RIEL'S MANIFESTO.

A long account is given of
“the proceedings of the desutation, headed hy
Father Ledue, which went to Ottawa in 1853
to put before the government complaints of
the half-breeds of St. Albert (eight miles
from Edmonton) and cf thoee of tire Saskat-
chewan country at large. He says the ap-

that the half-breeds had not received jus-
tice, and goes on to say that the ministers
had repeatedly promised to enquire into
the subject in sanswer to letters sens
Strong representations had also been made by
Archbishop Taché, by Mr. Royal M.P., and
by Lower Canadian members, the answer al-
ways being that, ¢ Somsthing wounld be
done,” This went on from 1872 until 1876,
when Governor Laird took up the matter and
advocated a genera] settlement.

CITIZENS' MASS MEETING.

appearcd in Saturday’s Pust) ¢.lling a mass
me-eting to paes Tesolutions supporting the
rebels, abont eight hundred people assembled
opposite Larin’s Hotel, Chaboillez square, on
Saturdsy night. Mr. Dandurand, President
of the Club National, was the first speaker,
and every word he uttered could be heard ali
over the square. His speech proper was in
French, and lasted nearly an hour, after
which he gavea synopsis of his remarks io
English. He wan not interrupted during the
delivery of his speech, but was loudly cheered
whenever he made o good hit. The burthen
of his remarks was an attack upon the
Government, and especially Dir Joho A.
Macdovald and Hon. Mr. Chapleau, for
peglecting to redress tho grievances of
Csnadians in the North-West in preference
to sending out o commission to the Pacific
coast to satisfy the Chinese there. ‘T'he
speaker used very strong lunguage against
the Government for not settling the claims
of the half-breeds amicably iustead of by war.
Mr. Chajlean’s conduct was severely called
in question, both as to hia political career in
this province as well as in his present oflice,
The speaker concluded by reading a number
of resolutions exactly similar in tone and ex-
pression to those of Mn Turcotte proposed
lnst week in the Quebed Legislature, con-
demning the Federal Government sad placing
all the respounsibility upon the members of
the Cahinct for the unhappy state of things
existing in the North-West. The resolutions
were put to the meeting and declared carricd
unnvimonsly.

Mr. Eroest P. Tremblay, who was the
next speaker, said it was not right to sead
Canadians against Canadians, & btatement
which was greeted with cheers. No one
could call them rebels, as they were askiog
for bread.

At this point Mr. George Bowie endenvir-
ed to muke an explanation, but was uocere-
monously ejected from the baleony and
thrown down stairs.

Mr. Trembluay, continuing, said that the
troubles of 1837 38 were due to the same
cause, and now, as then, the government
were responsible, Iu the years above named,
petitions were acnt to Europe, and now in-
stead of sending armed men petitions shounlld
he sent to Ottawa, and when the Canadians
in the North West were granted their vights
the rebellion would be st an end. e said
that they might rpeak of Colonel Quimet
not going any further, but he was sensible in
refusing to do sn.  He did not flinch through
cowardice, but from want of ammuuition and
proper clothing, as he did not want to see

1837, when the French Canadians went to the
front and fought for their rights. The Cuna-
dians of the North-West were doing what
everyone should do—stand up for their rights,
He said he stood there as an Englishman and
he uppealed to the Irieh for their sopport.
He wanted to see the rebellion put down, not
by powder and lead or bayonets, but by grant-
ing the people all they asked for,
Several other gentlemen also delivered ad.
