This celebrated personsge flourished in the
commencement of the fifth centary, A.D. His
Iathét; Fiachra, was King of Connaught. Af
ter the desth of Fiachra, Dathi succeeded to
$he paterual throne, and‘ , on the death of his
mncle, Niull of the Nine Hostsges, he became
Monaroh of Iveland, leaving the government
of Counaught to his warlike brother, Amhal-
zuidh, ¢* King Dathi, following the exampie |
of hia predecessor, Niall, not only invaded
the coasta of (aul, but forced his way to the
very fuot of the Alpe, where he waa killed by
a flaun of ligntning, leaving the throne of Ire-
iand *o be filled by w line of Christian kings.”

New Yons, Dea 20.—The World's Lor-
don epecial soys .the relutions between
Great Britain and Roeia are daily becom-
ing more strained.
