
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENTS 0F THE UNITED
STATES 0F AMERICA, THE UNION 0F SOVIET SOCIALIST
REPUBLICS AND THE UNITED KINGDOM, ON THE, ONE HAND,
AND THE GOVERNMENT 0F BULGARIA ON THE OTHER HAND,
CONCERNING AN ARMISTICE.

ARMISTICE AGREEMENT

Sigined at Moscow, October f28, 1944

The Government of Bulgaria aocepts the armistice termis presented by the
Governments of the United States of America, the Union of Soviet Socialist,
Republics and the United Kingdom, acting on behaîf of ail the United Nations
at war with Bulgaria.

Accordingly, the representative of the Supreme Allied Commander in the
Mlediterranean, Lieutenant-General Sir James Gammeil, and the representative
of the Soviet High Command, Marshall of the Soviet Union F. I. Tolbukhin, duly
authorized thereto by the Governmnrts of the United States of America, the
UTnion of Soviet Socialist Republics and the United Kingdom, acting on behaif of
al the United Nations at war with Bulgaria, on the one hand, and representatives,
of the Government of Bulgaria, Mr. P. Stainov, Minister of Foreign Affairs,
Mr. D. Terpeshev, Minister without Portfolio, Mr. N. Petkov, Minister without
Portfolio, and Mr. P. Stoyanov, Minister of Finance, furnished with due powers,
on the other hand, have signed the following termis:

1. (a) Bulgaria, having ceased hostilities with the U.S.S.R. on September 9,
and severed relations with Germnany on Septemnber 6 and with Hungary on
September 26, has ceased hostilities against ail the other United Nations.

(b) The Government of Bulgaria undertakes to disarm the German armed
forces in Bulgaria and to hand them over as prisoners of war.

The Government of Bulgaria also undertakes to intern nationals of Germany
and hier satellites.

(c) The Go-vernment of Bulgaria undertakes to inaintain. and make avail-
able such land, sea and air forces as may be specified for service under the
general direction of the AIIied (Soviet) Highi Command. Such forces must not
be used on Allied territory except with the prior consent of the AlIied Oovern-
ment concerned.

(d) On the conclusion of hostilities against Germaly, the Bulgarian armed
forces must be demobilized and put on a peace footing under the supervision of
the Allied Control Commission.

2. l3ulgarian armed forces and officiaIs must be withdrawn within the
specified time limit from the territory of Greece and Yugoslavia in accordance
*with the pre-condition accepted by the Governmexit of Bulgaria on October il;
the Bulgarian authorities must immedîately take steps to withdraw from Greek
and Yugoslav territory Bulgarians who were citizens of Bulgarla on January 1,
Iý4I and to repeal all legislative and admninistrative provisions relating ko the
annexation or incorpora.tion ini Bulgaria of ireek or Yugolav territory.
