I have the honour to acknowledge Your Exceflency's Note No. 82 of
September, ln which it is proposed that an Agreement be concluded betree
Our Governments to permit amateur radio stations of Canada and Israel tc
exchange messages or other communications from or to thiTd parties under the4
following conditions-

'Amateur radio stations of Canada and Israel may exchange message'
or other communications from or to third parties provided:
(a) the amateur stations erchanging such third party communicatiow

are not paid any direct or indirect compensation therefor; and~
(b) such communications shall be limited to coniversations or message,

of a tecIunical or personal nature, for which, by reason of theil
unimportance, recourse to the public teleconimijnications servce
not justified.'

The Governmnent of Israel accepts the proposai of the Government 0>1
Canada, and agreep that Your Eioeellency's Note and this reply to it sha11

constitute an Agreement be±ween our two Governjnts which shl4l have efc
from the date of this reply and shall ba subject to terrx-ination at any timne 011
sixty days' notice in writing by either Government.
