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cent to navigation and 621- per cent to power. If the occasion arose for 
the making of the payment before the completion of all of the common 
works entering into the calculation, there would need to be a con-
sequential adjustment. 

10. Third, with regard to the development of power in the Lachine 
section,  we  understand that no plans are presently being considered for 
the development of power in this section. It would, therefore, be 
premature to attempt to consider any detailed arrangements, and I am 
sure that you would be satisfied with an understanding that, if and when 
power is developed within the Lachine section, full recognition will be 
given to the rights and obligations of the Government of the Province 
of Quebec.
