(2) The Canadian Govermment shall
not exercise any threat or compul-
sion of any nature to induce any
person in the United States to
enlist in the Naval, Military or
Air Forces of Canada or of any
other foreign Government;

(b) The Canadian Government shall

grant reciprocal treatment to United

States citizens, that is, United

States citizens subject to compulsory

military service in Canada shall,

prior to induction into the Naval,

Military or Air Forces of Canada, be

granted the opportunity of electing

to serve in the Armed Forces of the

United States in substantially the

same manner as that outlined above;

(c) The ceanadian Govermment shall not

accept enlistments in the United States

from United States citizens subject to

registration or from aliens of any

nationality who have declared their

intention of becoming United States

citizens and are subject to registration.

8. The policy of the Canadian Government and

Canadian legislation have been based on the assumption that
easures applying compulsory military service to alicns
Should be founded upon agreement with the interested
Governments. The Canadian Govermment is of the opinion
that aifficulties might arise if there were general recog-
Nition of a right to conscript aliens, implying corresponding
Tights in other countries to conscript Canadian nationals.
The canadian Government, however, does not wish to raise a
legal ob jection at the present time. In view of the close
CO-~operation between Canada and the United States in the
Prosecution of the war, and in view of the time that will be
