Nevertheless, for
certains causes and considerations, We have thought fit further to Prorogue
the same to Thursday, the twenty-eighth day of the month of February, 1952,
so that neither you nor any of you on the said seventh day of February, 1952,at Our City of Ottawa, to appear are to be held and constrained, for We do
Will that you and each of you be as to Us in this matter entirely exonerated;
Commanding, and by the tenor of these Prcsents, enjoining you and each
of you, and ail others in this behaif interested, that on Thursday. the twonty-
eighth day of the month. of February, 1952, at 3 o'clock p.m., at Our City of
Ottawa aforesaid, personally you be and appear for the DESPATCH 0F
BUSINESS, to treat, do, act and conclude upon those things which in Our said
Parliament of Canada, by the Common Council of Canada, may by the favour
of God be ordained.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS: Our
Right Trusty and Well-beloved Counsellor the Right Honourable
Thibaudeau Rinfret, Chief Justice of Canada and Administrator of
Our Government of Canada.
