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There is a great deal more to be done
by the dominion in the matter of cooperation
with the provinces. We cannot afford in this
country to wait indefinitely for the outcome
of some trial of strength between the dominion
and the provinces. We must work within the
constitution for the upiting of forces of the
dominion and the provinces in a proper and
comprehensive health scheme for this country.

I hope it is flot going te, be the kind of
seheme which will attempt, to make the doc-
tors civil servants, and simply put them on
salaries. We do not want state medicine. But
we do want an adequate and comprehensive
seheme of health insurance in Canada. It can
be brought ýabout by a united effort be-tween
the dominion and the provinces. I urge again
that this matter is far too important to await
the outcome of a trial of strength between
dominion and provincial governments.

Now-and this is my concluding word-we
shaîl have more to say when we corne to the
detailed items of the department cancerning
expenditures on publicity. We shall wish to
know from the minister -that the money asked
to be voted for what is naw called edurational
and informational publicity-a much more

* euphonious title than the former one-is being
well spent. 1 come back to the test I applied
in the be'ginning: In this department as in ail
others3--but certainýly no less in this dýepart-
ment. ýbecause of the vital importance of the
subjeets of health and welfare-we must see
to it as a parliament, because the responsibility
is shared by us with the government, that the
taxpaver receives a fair dollar's value for every
dollar spent.
