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Mr. Nunziata: 1 am interested.

The Acting Speaker (Mr. Charest): Order.

Ms. Mitchell: They deplore the fact that the Government is
trying to make seniors sacrifice to reduce the deficit and that
far too many of them already live on meagre incomes. By any
definition, it can only be considered a state of poverty. Also,
they indicate that to subject seniors to the removal of inflation
indexing is immoral, and that deindexing, coupled with
increased taxation on consumer groups, will deliver a further
blow to those Canadians who are struggling to live with some
semblance of dignity.

An Hon. Member rose in the House and said that our senior
citizens were very proud. That generation suffered during the
Depression and world wars. They do flot want to admit that
they are poor. Many of them are very poor, but they would
prefer to suffer rather than to ask for help. These are the
people that the Government is victimizing once again.

They went on to say in their statement that the proposed
policy of deindexing would mean a loss to each old age
pensioner from $100 up to $553 in 1990, representing a total
Ioss of S1,604 per person over the next five years.

(b) for the purposes of Standing Order 45(l), adjourniment debate shall
commence at 9:00 o'clock p.m. on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursday and
conclude flot hater than 9:30 o'clock p.m. on the said days and that it be
conducted pursuant to Standing Order 45;

provided that from 4:00 o'clock to 5:00 o'cleck p.m. on Friday, June 14, 1985 the
House shah consider Government Orders; and

provided that adoption of this Order shahl preclude the moving of any motion
