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in Canada by paying 12 per cent to the
authors of the works. He was quite willing
to condemn the action of pirating the copy-
rights of English authors in a foreign country,
and we should not be allowed to print them
if it was to the detriment of the author, but
instead of being a detriment it will be an
additional benefit to him, because, at present,
the duty imposed is very badly collected,
and the portion set aside for the author is
very small. If the books are printed here
the duty can be collected without any diffi-
culty. All that is asked by the address, and
all that would be further asked is, that as
soon as satisfactory evidence is given to the
British author, then, and only then, should
there be permission granted to publish copy-
right works in the Dominion of Canada. There
was another subject connected with this which
might probably lead to some remarks from
the British Government, that is, the desire
which has always existed on the part of
England to negotiate a treaty for inter-
national copyright with the United States.
That, however, has hitherto failed, as very
little disposition has been shown by the
latter country to enter into such a treaty. It
might be urged that if permission were given
to us to reprint in this country it might mili-
tate against the negotiations for such a treaty.
He thought it would have a contrary efiect,
because the people of the United States
would then find that by the competition of
the Canadian publishers the market of Can-
ada for the copyright works was taken from
them. He would state that the petitions he
had read on this subject distinctly say that
the printers, papermakers, and others seek
for no privilege whatever to exist beyond the
time that a national treaty shall be made.
Then we would be prepared to forego any
concession made to the printers of the Do-
minion, for that has been made contingent
upon the present state of things. He would
now move for an address to His Excellency
the Governor General for copies of all corre-
spondence between the Governments of Great
Britain and Canada on the subject of an
address of this House to His Excellency the
Governor General, adopted on the 15th of
May, 1868, praying that with Her Majesty’s
consent Canadian reprints of British copy-
right works may be placed on the same
footing as foreign reprints in this Dominion.

Hon. Mr. Campbell had no objection to
the address before the House. The papers
would probably be sent down to-morrow.

NEWFOUNDLAND
Hon, Mr, Campbell presented a despatch
from His Excellency the Governor General, for
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leur avantage. A présent, en effet, les droits
imposés sont trés mal percus, et la part qui
revient & Vauteur est donc minime. Or, si
tous les livres sont imprimés ici, les droits
peuvent étre percus sans aucune difficulté.
La demande vise donc a obtenir que quand
Pauteur britannique aura recu une preuve
suffisante que les droits ont été acquittés,
les imprimeurs canadiens pourront publier de
tels ouvrages. Un autre sujet connexe pourra
inspirer certains commentaires de la part du
Gouvernement britannique: le désir, que I’An-
gleterre a toujours manifesté, de négocier
avec les Ktats-Unis un traité concernant le
droit d’auteur international. C’est une démar-
che qui a échoué, les Etats-Unis s’étant tou-
jours montrés trés peu disposés a signer un
tel traité. On pourrait prétendre que la de-
mande ci-dessus pourrait nuire i d’éventuelles
négociations dans ce sens. Or, ce serait ’effet
contraire qui se produirait, car la population
américaine constaterait alors que la concur-
rence des éditeurs canadiens leur enléve notre
marché. L’honorable sénateur dit en outre
que les pétitions qu’il a lues a ce sujet
faisaient valoir trés clairement que les pri-
vileges recherchés par les imprimeurs, les
fabricants de papier et autres ne doivent pas
étre maintenus si un tel traité international
est signé. Nous devrions alors étre préts a
sacrifier toutes les concessions faites aux im-
primeurs de la Puissance, concessions qui sont
nécessaires, vu l'état actuel des choses. Il
présente alors une demande 4 Son Excellence
le Gouverneur Général, le priant de produire
toute la correspondance échangée entre le
Gouvernement de 1'’Angleterre et celui du
Canada au sujet d’'une adresse de cette Cham-
bre 2 Son Excellence le Gouverneur Général,
adoptée le 15 mai 1868 et sollicitant le con-
sentement de Sa Majesté pour que la réim-
pression d’ouvrages britanniques protégés par
droit d’auteur et les réimpressions faites en
pays étrangers aient, dans la Puissance, le
méme statut.

L’honorable M. Campbell n'a pas d’objec-
tions. Les documents seront probablement
disponibles demain.
