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Hon. LoweII Murray (Leader of the Government and Min-
ister of State for Federal-Provincial Relations): H-onourable
senators. senators on this side who support the government
find themselves in a situation flot dissimilar froni that which
has faced us on several other occasions since 1984.

Therefore, we are
quite willing and anxious to sec this bill, as amended, sent to
the Flouse of Commons so that the government and the
democratically clected members may pronounce on it.
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
