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The figures In the above table are of Interest when taken 
with the figures In tables I and II showing the numbers of under­

graduates and graduate students.
In ten years the senior staff has increased from 7 to 9, 

In the same period the increase in number ofi.e. less than 30$. 
undergraduates been from 499 to 626, i.e# about 26$.

The increase in senior staff has therefore been appioxi—
stately in proportion to the increase in undergraduate numbers*
