lasting and a victorious peace. When
the war broke out, howevyer, it found

overseas to some extent unprepared.
i do not say this by way of criticism,
but I think it may be frankly admit-
ted that we did not apgreciate -the
magnitude of the -contest before us.

“ heart to thrill with pride. (Applause.)
They held their. ground under an at-
| tack, so severe, SO overwhelming and
sinister that I doubt if any troops in
the world weére ever subjected to a
greater and more trying strain. (Ap-
plause.) Let me say to you that hav-
ing talked with our goldiers in the
trenches, with our wounded soldiers
in hospitals and convalescent homes,
having talked with men from Britain,
Australia, New Zealand and Canada,
1 bring back to you the message that
themen at the front are determined to
win. They must win if they are sup-
ported and reinforced as they should
be by those at home. Iknow they will
be supported and reinforced, and
therefore I have no, -doubt as to the
ultimate outcome of the war.
“Let me say in conclusion that nei-
ther the present government nor any

. other government could have accom-

plished all that has been accomplish-
ed since the outbreak of the war with-
out the hearty and the united support
of the Canadian people. The splendid
unity of our people, their spirit of
self-sacrifice, their desire to help,
their devotion t¢ high ideals, con-
stantly and everywhere displayed,
since the beginning of this war, can-
not but leave a deer and lasting im-
pression upon future generations and
upon the history of Canada.”

PROTOCOLSEAEDTO
CEDE TURK DISTRET

Bulgars and Turks at Last Said to
Have Agreed on
Transfer.

SOFIA, Bulgaria, Sept. 26—(Vie Lon-
don, Sept. 27.)—The protocol providing
for the handing over of territoty ceded
by Turkey to Bulgaria'in virtue of the
Turco-Buigarian agreement was signed
by Turkish and Bulggrian delegates at
Demotika, 20 miles so&th of the Turkish
fortress of Adrianople, yesterday, ac-
cording to the semi-official Bulgarian
newspaper, Narodni Prava.

The agreement by which Turkey cedes
to Bulgaria the Turkish portion of the
Dedeaghatch Railway is reported to have
been reached July 22. The protocol is
understood to transfer to Bulgaria all
Turkish territory west of the Maritza
River. The Maritza is the principal river
in PBuropean Turkey and formed the
boundary between Turkey and the part
of Turkish territory ceded to Bulgaria
after the Balkan war. According to un-

ARDMORE, Okla,, Sept. 27.—At. least
31 were killed, and it is estimated 200
others were injured seriously here this
afternoon. when a 250-barrel tank of car
gasoline exploded in the heart. of the
business district.” The force of the ex-
plosion shook down msuy buildings and
threw. burning gasoline jn every direc-
tion. . A few minutes sater Ardmore was
at the mercy of scores of fires.

-At .8 o'clock the fires were under con-
trol and the:city was under martial law.

Not a building' on Main street escaped
damage, and:al school buildings, busi-
ness "houses and residénces within 12
blocks of the business district bear evi-
dence of the explosion.

Two workmen were repairing the tank,
when onhe of them struck it with a ham-
mer. A spark from the blow ignited the
fumes escaping thru a small leak. There
aas a terrific explosion, followed by
many smaller ones. The workmen were
blown to pieces. Most of the other casu-
alties were caused by falling bhuildings.

AUSTRA WOULD SAVE
5. FROM MILTARS

New Protest to Come Against
Munition Shipments by Ameri-
can Manufacturers.

AMSTERDAM, Sept. 26, via London,
Sept. .27, — The Austro~Hungarian
Government, - according to an efficial
telegram received here today from
Vienna, has, in reply to the American
note of Aug. 12, relative to the manu-
facture of ammunition in the United
States, reiterated the position taken
in its protest of June 29.

The reply affirms  that Austria-

The
Greeks are not unaware that the Ger-
mans promised Bulgaria not only
Macedonia, including Ravala, and
Saloniki, but a greater part of Al-
bania.”
