“The cannonading likewise has been
very sustained in Champagne from the
reglugﬁof Saint Souplet as far as Mas-
siges; “and in the Argonne at Haute
Chevauchee.

“The Belgian official communication
reads:

“*There has been no infantry action
on the Belgian front. Our b atteries
carried out on divers occasions an ef-
fective shelling of groups of German
soldlers, especially in the direction of
Schoorbach and Wwoumen.  The Ger-
man artillery displayed some activity
this afternoon and we successfuily
Counter-shelled it.'”

This is Suggestion of C. A. Ma-
grath in Address at Can-
adian Club.

DUE FOR RUDE SHOCK

Certain Mbdem Political Methods
Have Something Coming at
'End of War.

“Old worn-out political clothes will
be the fuel for the largest bonfire in
Europe when the war is over,” declar+
ed C. A. Magrath, chairman of - the
Canadian section of the Joint Interna-
ticnal Waterways Commission, before
the Canadian Club, at its lunchedn
yesterday. *“I venture to predict that
afier- tnis war cerwain political meth-
ods common -wherever a party system
exists, will receive a rude shock.”
Mr. Magrath made an appeal for
unicy for the purpose of giving force
te the ideals which stand for the bet-
terment of mankind. The great fault
of the British Empire had been over-
ccnfidence, that it had pursued its
pelicy of making money, playing poli-
tics and talking peace while other
powers were preparing for military
aggression.

Since the empire hag found itself
in the vortex of a great war it has gone
forward with courage. Taking as his
suibject, “National Service,” Mr. Ma-
grath said that Britain had been in the
war for 16 months and that before an-
other such period had passed she
vwould ‘break the enemy’'s power.
‘“While nothing should stand in the
way of a nation when it has its back
to the wall, I appreciate the fact that

Carada must draw her soldiers thru

the volunteer' system, and particular-
ly so because of Great Britain's appa-
rent determination not to depart from
his system.”

: Y The Financial Aspect.
Speaking of the financial end of the
war, Mr. Magrath said: ‘Asour busi-
ness is to assist the allies, we could at
least give them the
prosperity brought about thru the war.
Instead of using our surplus earnings
to carry on development vivork in
Canada, we/ought to lend this money
to Great Britain for purchases in our
own country.” . i
The inauguration of a campaign ot
tkrift, both public and private, sug-

' gested by Mr. Magrath, would, he de-

c.ared, make Canada richer tban any
dreams of the present would indfeate.

The ‘minister of finance was com-
prlimepted on his banking arrange-
r:ents, but the speaker ugd\ that
Canada’s part was not to be easured
bv the fpopulation, because (.‘.ana.de.
was a debtor to Great. Britain with in -
terest to pay. Warning of a heavier
taxation was given by thc. s.pe;ak‘vr,
Ggeclaring that there would inevitably
be a tightening of the screw.
