isting in this Jurisdiction. In 178(5 tlu-re w<is a cluirter gr.mted
lo ("ornwallis Lodge Xo. 15, lo meet in Halifax, a lodge which
included in its memiiers some of ilie most distinguishi d and
lionored names of our early citizens, such as Salter, Binney and
Murdoch; but it surrendered its privileges in the early years
of the next century. There exists thercfort', .in excellent

ojjportunity for any incoming lodge to work under one of

the greatest n.imes in both our Masonic and l^ro\incial his-

lory.

As we have seen the first lodge in H.ilifax—the second
in Nova Scotia—was warianled in July, 1750. The hjdge in-

stituted at Annapolis Royal ten or twelve \ears earlier had
