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DUTY OP VICE-PRESIDENT.

Art. 29. In tho absonco of the Prosidont He

shall bo roplacod by tho Vico-Prosidont, and if

both are absent the members present shall select

a president pro tempore.

Art. 30. Tho minority of tho Club shall bo

governed by the decisions of the majority.

Art. 31. No decision of any monthly or special

meeting, on business of tho Club, shall be annulled

before one month shall have elapsed after such

decision.

Art. 32. Any document, letter or correspon-

dence, received by any Officer of the Club, must
be read at the next subsequent monthly meeting.

Art. 33. There shall bo appointed, at the

monthly meeting of the month of January, two
auditors to verify tho Treasurer's accounts.

Art. 34. Any member who desires to amend tho

rules, with the exception of Article 3, or to add

thereto any new clauses, shall give one month's

notice in advance, and the Secretary shall be held

to notify the members, in the notices of convoca-

tion, sent to that effect, that such change will bo

taken into consideration at the monthly meeting

following; and no motion on such a subject shall

be adopted but with the consent of two-thirds of the

members present at such meeting.

DUTY OP SECRETARY.

Art. 35. The Secretary shall assist at all meet-

ings of the Club and those of the Committee of

management and of Special Committees. He shall

notify membe 's to assist at such meetings on the
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
