Buffalo, March 12.-A special despatch to 
The Express from New York quotes A. G. 
Batchelder, chairman of the Board of Con­
trol of the new National Cycling Associa­
tion, us follows : » ,

"The despatch from Boston, In which Mr. 
Porter stated that my visit to Montreal 
fruitless, will be rather amusing when the 
true facts come to light. The Montreal 
situation is somewhat complicated at the 
present time, but the future will tell Its own 
story, and then the result of my visit to 
that city will be made,apparent. The Mont­
real people most Interested In the meet 
desire the presence of our N.C.A. riders, 
and, In fact, do not see liow they can get 
along without them. Some of the C.W.A? 
officials, however, profess to believe that 
there will be more than enough riders over 
from Europe to take the places of the Amer­
icans. It Is the difference of opinion <>n 
this point that has led to an argument 
among the members of the Executive Com­
mittee of the world's championships. It Is 
possible that at the annual meeting of the 
C.W.A., to he held 111 Toronto on Good Fri­
day. the Montreal people may succeed In 
bringing about the adoption of a resolution 
endorsing the application of the N.C.A. for 
I.C.A. membership.

"The fact of the matter Is that the N.C.A. 
can proceed much better without the C.W. 
A. than the latter can- conduct the world's 
championships. Very Influential members 
of the Executive Committee, living In 
Montreal, are firm In the belief that onr 
riders are absolutely necessary to the suc­
cess of the championships. On the same 
day as the world's championships at Mont-- 
real, and, again, on the occasion of the 
L.A.W. championships at Boston, the N.C. 
A. riders will lie competing for prizes that 
will lie entirely satisfactory.

“The attitude of the N.C.A. Is exactly 
what It was at the outset : Entire friend­
liness towards the C.W.A., but with no de­
sire to force Itself upon the Canadian body."
