HORSE SHOW OPENING
ON WEDNESDAY N AREN

Capable and Eminent Judges in
Different Classes—Saddle
Horses and Hunters.

With about 600 entries, comprising the
most notable quality of horse flesh ever
seen in a Canadlan ring, the fourteenth
renewal of fhe Cdnadian Horse Show,

which opens on Wednesday -afternoon
next, in the St. Lawrence Arena, prornises
in point of intrinsic merit at least, to be
the greatest in the annals cf the senior
horse show of Canada. Formal opening
will take place on Wednesday evening by
His Honor the. Lieutenant-Governor, Sir
Mortimer Clark. Exhibitions will be giv-
en on Thursday, Friday and Saturday
afternoons and evenings, and Saturday
morning will be devoted as usual to the
little ones, for whom a special admission
price of ten cents will be made.

The arena itself will be beautifully de-
corated with a canopy covering the en-
tire ceiling, from which many hundreds
of electric lights will shine, while the
walls will be draped and festooned in
tasteful. colors. The entrance hall will
be made attractive by decorations of
large heads of big game and other
sportsman’s trophies furnished by the
Canadian Northern Raflway. Ladles in-
terested in the Toronto Humane Society
will serve tea and refreshments in the en-
trance hall, Mrs. Stewart Houston being
in charge, with the very able assistance
of Mrs. A. M. Piper, who will direct the
tea room, and Mrs. E. W. Phillips, who
will preside over the flower stall. Music
will be furnished-at all performances by
the Marsicano Orchestra.

The committee have béen fortunate in
securing most capable and eminent
judges. In the harness classes Col. Pratt
of Little Rock, Mr. George B. Hulme of
New York, Mr. Orsoi Moulton of Ba-
tavia, will award. the ribbons. The
judges in the saddle and hufiter classes
are a trio representing Great Britain,
the United States and Canada, in Mr. W.
Staley Spark of London, Eng.; Mr. Julian
Keith, who has a pack of hounds of his
own in Warrenton, Virginia, and Lieut.-
Col. Williams, commander of the Royal
Canadian Dragoons. Hon. Robert Beith
of Bowmanville will judge the Clydesdale
classes.

The Matheson family, which at the
beginning of thé week lived happily on
a farm home in ‘Trampink Lake dis-
trict,. is. now reduced to one member, |
the sole survivor being the daughter,
Miss Anna. She made a valiant attempt
to' save the lives of the youngér mem-
-pers of the family, but in doing so was
badly burned herself, and the little
children wandered back into the fire
zone, there to perish. The story is one
of the saddest ever recorded. |

The Trampink Lake tragedy, as told!
in the despatches, indicates that prai- |
rie fires have been raging in the dis-
trict for some time. 7The Matheson
family lived on their homestead, there
being the daughter, Anna, aged 18, and
two younger children and wife, to pro-
tect the home from the flames, while
the father was called away to fight the
fiery element in another portion of the |
district. During his absence the flames
swept down on his own homestead.

The girl saw the danger which the
children would be in -should they re-
main in the house, and after making
every effort to check the progress of
the flames, concluded that they had
best be removed from the house. Ac-
cordingly she carried the ©b5-year-old
brother to a place of safety, returning
then for the infant sister. The two
were taken thru the path of the flames
at the risk of their lives and in the
work of rescue the girl had her clothes
burned from her body and was herself
