CANADIANS TO FORE
IN RAIDS AT NIGHT

(Continued From Page 1).

known as “No Man’s Land.” The
raiders dash into the trench,. clear {*
of its defenders in any way the exigen-
cies require, and then dash home again
for shelter from the inevitable Te-
taliatory shell-fire from the Gerrhans.
Many raiders come in dragging help-
less prisoners behind them.

Strange Pleasures.

It is one of the strange psychologies
of this strange war, that while grim
death rushes swiftly and surely into
the German trenches with the raiders,
these same English Tominies, or Can-
adians, or Australians, a few minutes
later may be sharing their hot mid-
night rations with the very men who,
by good fortune or quick decision, es-
caped the fury of their deadly on-
sluught. Later, these prisoners are
rassed back behind the lines to join
their brethren trom other raids,

There was o time when the Cana-
diang carried out raids in true Amerij-
can Indian fashion. Small parties
would crcep snake-like over “No
Man's Land,” cat their way thru the
barbed wire entanglements, and lie in
wait just behind the parapets of the
trenches, where they could hear all
that was said, apd all that wag going
on within, Often it would take two or
three hours te get across “No Man's
Land.” There have Laen many in-
stances where, after work of this char-
acter, hot cocoi has been sent out to
raiders lying undeér the German pars, -
pets, tc warm them' and retresh them
for the attack.

Choose Own Weapons. |,

On raids of this sort men are al-
lowed to choose ‘their own weapons,
Few take revolvers and none rifes.
Rather terrifying trench knives have
been invented for the work, but ham-
mers prove the handy and popular
weapon. There ares often cases whore
raiders reached over, grab some half-
asicep German by the hack of thna
neck, haul him out and hustle him to
the home line without disturbing the
peace of the stilly night. The capiur-
ed men have been too startled to utter
an outcery until means had been tuken
to prevent them from doing so.

Service on_ trench raids is purely
voluntarily. One of tho greatest
troubles commanders huve is to seolect
a limited party from the excess of
volunteers. Some men volunteer time
after time, but often have to wait
their turn while others are given ‘an
opportunity.

Picturesque Night Life.

Night life along the = froatier is
veirdly picturesque. There are flares,
flares, flares as far as the eye can
reach, bursting into brief brillianre
and then leaving the night darker than
ever. The slightest wunusual move-
ment or. suggested alarm sets vari-
colored signal rockets hissing from the
tréenches. Then conies the spattering
voice of the vicious machine gun sprav-
ing stesl jacketed pellets of death with
reckless fury.

‘When driven back to new positions,
the Germans endeavor to take ad-
vantage of dark nights to “wire them-
selves "in.” They are *great believers
in the efficacy of barbed wire 'bar-
TI€TS, They sometimes build them

|eight feet high and to a depth of many

feet, all the tangled mass being af-
fixed to iron pos:s Sometimes the
British also bhave working parties out.
There have been cases where watch-
tul flares have disclosed enemy parties
¢ilently but busily engaged very near
e€uach other. Thru some unfathomed
ecde of trench.-honor thesc parties
often are undisturbed until one or the
cther finishes the task it has in hand.
Then it is considered entirely ethical
for it to a*tuck the enemy and a deadly
duel ensgues. Sometimes the flares
show telltale white strips of tape lail
foerward in siraight lines from a Ger-
man trench. This generally mcans an
attempted raid and the tapcs are laid
to guide the attackers in the dark and
prevent them from getting twisted
abouit for tranch lines ure not straight.
As 1 matter of ract they are extremely
tortuous and even in daylight it is
difficuit tu keep positions clearly in
mind. .
Paint Their Faces.

It was found early in trench war-
tere that in the light of flares white

NORTH TORONTO AND ST. LAW-

There was a fairly large attendance of
farmers and market gardeners at both
markets Satwsday, but the buyers did
not turn out irn such large numbers as
usual.

New-laid eggs reached a new high

record price, when two dozen and three
sold at 90c per dozen, quite a few selling
at 85¢ per dozen, the bulk, however, go-
ing at 80c and 76c per dozemn.

Butter was brought in in much larger
quantities than  {t has been -for some
time past and proved a very slow sale.
There were a few who sold all they had
at 50c per pound, but the maljority had
to reduce their prices to 48c and 47c per
Ib., and a large quantity was sold at 456
Ib., some closing out below that figure.

Chickens, ducks and geese were brought
in in very large quantities, and exceeded
the demand, so that they, too, became
slow and draggy. Chickens brought from
19¢ to 25¢ per 1b.; ducks from 19¢ to 22¢
per lb.; fowl at 16c to 20c, and turkeys
at 30c to 32¢ per 1b:

R. J. Bowes, Concord, brought in nine
of the best chickens offered at the North
Toronto Market Saturday. They weigh-
ed 531 lbs., and were sold by the lot at
22¢ per 1b.

Vegetables did not sell as well as usual,
bringing the following prices : Potatoes,
50c to 65¢ per 11-quart basket, and 30c to
35¢c per six-quart; turnips, 20c to 30c per
11-quart basket, and three for 5c¢; car-
rots and parsnips, 26c and 30c per six-
quart basket; cabbage, 5¢ to 15c each;
celery, 10c to 25c per bunch, according to
size; parsley, watercress and radishes,
6c per bunch; lettuce, two for bc; arti-
chokes, 30c and 35c per six-quart basket.

Some choice quality pork was offered
at the North Toronto Market at reduced
prices, legs and loins going at 20c per
1b.; shoulders at 18c, and backs at 17¢
per 1b.
