Canada’s trade for the ten 
months totaled $1.982,694,310^ 
pared to $1,875,112,978 for the same 
period last fiscal year.

Increase in Customs.
For the past ten months the trade 

balance favorable to Canada was 
$236,273.101, compared with $283,067,000 
for the same period in the previous 
fiscal year. The customs duties for 
the month were $18,088,916 and for the 
ten months $148,017.965 an Increase 
for the ten months of nearly seventeen 
million dollars. Exports show a con­
siderable Increase tn agricultural pro- 
ducts and a slight decrease In manu­
factured products, especially in chem­
icals, Iron and steel and ore, while 
exports of textiles and paper products 
show a large increase.

SECRETARY BAKER 
RESIGNS OFFICE?
