At an interesting meeting in Germain

street Baptist church last night a cam-
paign against the great white plague,
tuberculosis, was forwarded. Addresses
were delivered by Dr. J. R. Melntosh,
president of the St. John Medical So-
giety; Dr. J. W. Daniel, M. P.; Dr. G. A.

and A. E. McGinley secretary.

THE RELIGIOUS CENSUS
B. Addy and Dr. T- D. Walker. Dr. Mec-
Intosh suggested that all-cases of tuber-
culogis should be reported to the board of
health so that the patients ,might be
visited and helped. Dr. Daniel made a
plea for the formation of an anti-tuber-
culosis society in this city in affiliation
with the centiral society in Ottawa. Dr.
Addy read a part of the scheme for a
provincial sanitorium submitted by the
medical society to the government in
Fredericton: and Dr. Walker said that the
best way to eradicate tuberculosis was %o
take greater care of the young. He said |
a medical officer should be appointed in
connection with the board of health who
might inspect the schools and also the
premisges about the city.

Rev. Hugh Pedley, of Montreal, first
delivered a very eloquent address on the
four giants—ignorance, sin, disease and
overty. He contended that it was the
suty of the church, if it would win the
approval of the twentieth century, to
grapple with the problems of the twenti-
eth century. There was a movement in
many Christian churches to teach people
how to take care of their bodies. The
speaker was glad of this, and glad that
Jdiseases had been cured. The men who

had started this movement were profound
shinkers, who recognized the fact that
many diseases had their origin in mental
and spiritual causes. He spoke of the
anti-tuberculosis movement in Montreal.
and said that Emmanuel church, of which
he is pastor, had been the first church to
start the particular form of work known
as the tuberculosis class. T

They had formed a class of incipient
cases of comgumption and by education
and the supply of other means where
necessary they were trying to win these
people back to health.

The problem of poverty, he went on,
was one which should not exist at all in
this land, so vast, o rich and so young.
Many were fond of quoting the saying of
Jesus, ‘‘the poor ve have always with
you,” as evidence that the poor must al-
ways be poor. But Jesus did not mean
that the problem should be eternal when
He said this. All that He meant to show
was that He Himself could not always be
with His disciples. The heart of Jesus
was ever touched by the miseries of the
poor and He was always ready to help
them. In conclusion, the speaker said that
if church union was ever brought about
it would not be because of meetings of
committees or compromises as between
this system and that, but because of those
four grim giants of modern civilization.

Archdeacon Raymond presided at the
meeting and the quartette of Exmouth
street * church 'sang a selection.
