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that Moved by Capt. Balfour, seconded by Major Biaiklock, 
the entry fees of Lt. Whitman in 1881 be returned 

unable to attend owing to sickness ; carried.
Moved by Lt.-Col. Lamontagne, seconded by Col. Martin, that 

the sum ot ten dollars be paid to Lt-Col. Fletcher for damage to 
his uniform at the last matches by rain ; carried.

Meeting then adjourned.
