Professor Laird was born on August 
1, 1866, at Princetown, P.E.I. He was 
a son of Rev. Robert Laird and Martha 
Campbell. He received his primary edu- 
qation at Prince of Wales College and at 
Pictou Academy, subsequently coming 
to Delhousie University, where he had a" 
distinguished scholastic career, graduat­
ing with the degree of B. A. He then ; 
took the theological course at the Pres-1 
byterian College at Pine Hill, and was 
ordained to the Presbyterian ministry on 
May 10, 1892. His first pastorate was 
Ferrona, Pictou county, to whieh he was 
called in 1892. In 1894 he was called 
to Port Hope, Ontario, where he min­
istered until 1900. In that year he vyas 
called to Cooke’s church, Kingston, and 
retained that important charge until he 

appointed professor of English lit­
erature at the Royal Military College, 
which position he held until his death.

Mr. Laird was closely identified dur­
ing all thèse years with the work of the 
Kingston Presbytery and as a citizen had 
taken a keen interest in the welfare of 
that city. He was president for seven 
years of the Children’s Aid Society, and 
a member of the Kingston board of edu­
cation. Mr. Laird was married in June, 
1696, to Miss Clara C. Hobrecker, a 
graduate of Dalhousie University, of 
the class of 1892, and daughter of Alex­
ander Hobrecker of this city, who, with 
one daughter, Hilda, survive him.

Experiment Stations Help Fermer1 
in Productie* of Record Yields

A farmer in Alaska has announced 
a recent yield of seventeen tons of pota­
toes to an acre on his farm. His state­
ment is printed in a recently published 
report of the Alaska agricultural experi­
ment stations, and' has particular force, 
coming as it does at a time when pota­
toes are fast becoming a luxury.

Nine hundred tons of potatoes were 
produced during the summer of 1913 in 
the immediate vicinity of Fairbanks, an 
increase, of 100 tons fiver the crop of the 
year before. .

Fifteen varieties tested at the Fair­
banks demonstration farm last year cov­
ered three and one half acres of land, 40 
per cent of which was on the north 
slope. The production was eighteen 
tons. Officials at this point and at the 
Rampart station are making compara­
tive tests to see what varieties are the 

satisfactory under existing cli-

equivalent to 1,600,000 tons of cargo 
capacity |fer year.

Comparing ships of 2,000 tons and 
16,000 tons displacement, carrying 
and 8,675 tons of cargo respectively, and 
taking the North Atlantic passage as a 
basis, we should require to build each 
year 2.460 of the smaller ships, hut only 
185 of the larger.

The smaller ships would cost £1 1ti- 
000,000 and the larger only £46.000,000.
