A Silver Badge
for w_a_r_§ervise

Canadians Eligible for Decoration
Granted to Officers and Men of |
Imperial Forces Retired for Age,
Wounds or S.ckness

The sectetary of the British war of-
] fice has announced amended instructions
Y in regard to the Silver Badge which will
be granted to officers and others of the
imperial military forces who, having
served since August 4, 1914, had, on ac-|

.of old age or physical infirmity,
arising from wounds or sickness caused
by military service, in the case of offi-
cers, retired, or relinquished their com-
missions,” in the case of- men who have
been discharged from the army or in the
case of the others mentioned below, re-
linquished their military employment.

Under amended conditions any of the
invalids who may have retired, relin-
quished their commissions or military
employment, or have been discharged
from the army on account of old age,
wounds or sickness are eligible for the
award of the badge, provided the dis-
ability renders them unfit for any fur-
ther military service and that the claims
are approved by the army council. °

Soldiers who have been discharged
from the army since August 4, 1914,
under paragraph 892 (xxi) King’s Reg-
ulations and are ineligible for any fur-
ther military service on account of
wounds, sickness or age, may be grant-!
ed the badge, provided that the claims
are approved by the army council.

A revised leaflet containing full in-
structions as to whom application should
be made is available at all British post-
offices.

As regards the forces of Canada and
Newfoundland, applicants who have

served with these forces should, if resid-

plication as follows:

BARON DE REUTER A
- HERD IN THE. RANKS

The late Baron Hubert Julius de Rcu-’
ter, who resigned a commission as licu-
tenant to enter the ranks of the Black
Watch Regiment, so that he might the
sooner go to the front, died as a hero.
The colonel of the regiment has made
the following statement:

He would have gained a very high
decoration had he lived. He was with
his platoon in the attack, and through
his courage and resource they captured
97 Germans. The whole of the platoon
went over the first line of German tren-
ches into the second. De Reuter went
down a twenty-foot dug-out, shouted out
in German, asking if any men were
there. No answer; so he threw two
bombs round the corner and came up
two steps until they exploded. He then
again -shouted: “Anybody there?” An-
swer came: “One officer and thirty-five
men.” These he made flle out past him.
He then found that some Germans had
been passed over in the first line and
were shooting from behind and from
the right rear, so he put the German of-
ficer up on the parapet, threatening him
with his bayonet, and made him order
the men to surrender. Sixty-two men
came over.
