SHOT PUT RECORD AT HALIFAX MEET

Tacks on 6% Inches to Existing Record—"Billy” Maynes,
Rubins, “Ed.” Yeomans, Gordon Wilson,

Also Win Firsts,

Showing marked Improvement over
form dieplayed at the final Olympic
trinls at Montreal last June, “Beef”
Malcolm, husky young ‘I'rojans’ A. C.
star, smashed the Maritime shot-put
record at the Maritime track and field
champlonship meet at Halifax on Sat-
urday by six and three-quarter inches.
The former record of 42 feet, made by
H. B. Hulll, Sydney, went by the
boards when the St. John boy heaved
the shot 42 feet, 6 Inches. Malcolm’s
record-breaking performance was the
only one of its kind during the meet,
Whial had three Canadian Olympic
starg competing, “Billy” Maynes, “Phil"
MaeDonald, and Victor MacAuley.
All three won, their events, Maynes
taking the 440 yards and placing sec-
ond In the 880, MacDonald winning two
firsts, three seconds and a third, while
the Windsor marathoner easily took the
five-mile event,

MacGuigan Stars.

The outstanding star of the meet,
however, was the nineteen-year old
Elllott MacGuigan of Charlottetown.
When this youngster defeated the speci
ally trained Maritime Olympic aspir
ants al Moncton on June 7 last the
" 'Times-Star predicted he was the com
ing print chumpion of the Maritime
Protinces. . At that meet, he easily
wot the 100 yards open in faster time
than the Qlympic contestants, Erin
Smith, Frank Campbell and Drew Mul-
cahy. He was matched with the win-
ner, Smith, in u epecial race and won
by a foot. As a result he went on to
Montreal, With barely a week’s train-
ing, his legs went bad on him up there
and In the trialg he showed up poorly.
At Montreal the youngster felt pretty
glum over his showing, but those wi
bad seen him at Moncton knew he had
the goods. It comes as no surprise,
then, that he should win both the 100
and the 220 at the Halifax meet, In
addltion, MacGulgan on Saturday won
the. running broad jump and the
standing Dbroad jump. MacGuigan's
time for the 100 was 10 8-5, and for
the 220 23 3-5 seconds,

One of the upsets of the day occurred
fn the mile run, in which Barney
Francis, holder of the Maritime reeord,
was entercd.  Francis was favored to
win, but a young St. John boy, Rubin,
astounded the spectators by leading
Francls to the tape, Just one second and
one-fifth behind the Maritime record,
Rubin's time was 4 minutes, 38 2-5
seconds, and those who were present
say he could have at least tied the
record had he not paid too much at-
lention to Francis. Rubin is a local
Jewish boy who showed up fairly well
In High School meets here and then
went to McGill. He won the inter-
collegiate mile at Toronto last fall,
and is one of the most promising dis-
tance runners In the Maritimes.

With “Zan” Miller of Sussex out of
it, Gordon Wilson, ‘I'rojans’ A. C. crack
jumper, took the standing high jump,
and placed second to “Len” McDonald,
Pictou, in the running high. McDon-
ald won with b feet, 6% inches, Wil-
son defeated “Phil” MacDonald in the
standing high, doing 8 feet, 8 inches.
This local “boy has been a consistent
performer in various meets since he
captained the High School track team
several years ago.

The mile walk also went to St. John,
when “Fd” Yeomans defeated P.
Cooper, Wanderers, Yecomans Is the
indoor Maritime champion at this
event and his win Saturday about
muakes him the premier walker of the
Maritimes. Yeomans won the indoor
event here last fall, creating a new
record with a time of 8 minutes, 14 2-5
seconds In a thrilling Anish with
Arnold Kee. On Saturday his time
was nearly 18 &econds slower. G. P.
Caoper, St. John, took third place.

Answers

1. If a player bats improperly in a
certain inning and the mistake is dis-
covered before a ball is pitched to a
succeeding batsman, on appeal to the
umpire, the proper batsman must be
declared out, The player who batted
improperly has a perfect right to bat
again in the same inning if the regular
batting order calls for it.

2. When a ball is batted into re-
stricted territory it becomes dead and
there is no chance for a play if the
ball bounds out on the playing fleld.
Batsman was entitled to second base.

8. It is perfectly proper for the reg-
ular pitcher to return to the rubber at
the start of the next inning. When
shifted to right field he continues in
the line-up and can again be used as
a pitcher.
