John Brillant, M. C., of Rimou- 
ski, for conspicuous bravery and undy­
ing devotion to duty while in charge of 
his company, which he led in an attack 
during two days with absolute fearless­
ness and extraordinary ability and initia­
tive, the extent of the advance being 
twelve miles. Lieutenant Brillant’s won­
derful example inspired the men with 
an enthusiasm and dash that largely con­
tributed to the success of the operations. 
Brillant was wounded the first day, but 
refused to leave his command. He had 
rushed and captured a machine gun, kill­
ing two of the crew.

Corp. H. Jones Good of a Quebec regi­
ment, a native of Bathurst, N. B., for 
the most conspicuous bravery and lead­
ing in an attack Ms company, which was 
held up by a heavy fire from three ma­
chine guns which seriously delayed the 
advance.

Dr. G. G. Melvin, chief health officer 
of the city and county of St. John, thinks 
it well to give to the public the follow­
ing advice or instructions as to the pre­
vention of the spread of Spanish influ- 
ensa, wMch is spreading at an appalling 
rate over the eastern states.

First—Isolate the patient in 
room, well lighted and aired.

Second—Permit no one to enter the 
room excepting a physician, a clergy­
man and the nursing attendant.

TWrd—Patients should not leave the 
room until the fever is gone and the 
cough (if any) has ceased and any dis­
charge from the nose and throat dried

fIMiss Margaret McLaughlin, 1*9 Mil- 
lidge avenue, has received an interesting 
letter from her brother, John L. Mc­
Laughlin, at present in a hospital in 
Manchester, England, convalescing from 
wounds recently received in France. The 
letter reads in part:—

“Just a few lines to let you know that 
I am getting aloqg O. K. I am at pres­
ent in a military hospital in England.
I got three machine gun bullets in my 
left hip. I had an X-ray operation and 
the doctors got the bullets out and say 
that the bone is not badly hurt and that 
I will be able to use my leg in a few 
weeks. I just got a taste of my 
medicine, as I am a machine gunner my- j 
self and when I got hit, I was walking | 
along mowing the Fritzs down like 
grass till I met my match hidden in 
the tall grass. The German gunner that 
got me was hidden in the tall grass and 
had a quilt with grass leaves and little 
branches sewed on to it and before 
found him a lot of us got hit in the arms, 
legs and so on. As soon as I got hit the 
rest of my gun crew dashed at him with 
fixed bayonets and got him to the 
ground before he did any more harm.
I had the pleasure of seeing him fall 
dead. I then handed over my machine 
gun and revolver to the next man and 
wished him good luck.

“I crawled td a place of safety to a 
shell hole in the ground and tied up the 
bullet holes in my hip and limped off in 
search of a dressing station. I found 
one at last about two miles from the 
front line. I got a good shave and wash 
and hit a Red Cross auto for the train 
and then to the boat for England. I am 
safe in a nice white bed and with a nice 
nurse to look after me. There are many 
ladies from outside come and visit us 
and bring fruit, candy and writing pa­
per.”

Seven—After recovery the room should 
be thoroughly aired for two days, the 
windows wide open, windows, floors and 
wood-work should be scrubbed with hot 
water and wasMng soda and walls white­
washed, papered or painted.

Eight—Persons with suspicious symp­
toms, such as chills, fever or unusual 
pains in the head, back or limbs, should 
not mingle with the public, but should 
remain at home and immediately obtain 
medical advice.
