The in-
justice to Alsace-Lorraine had been the
cause of the later injustices to Serbia
and Belgium, he pointed out, and the
fate of the two provinces was the fate
reserved for Serbia and Belgium if they
rémained in Germany’s hands.

The statistics of lynchings in the
United States show that the record for
the year 1917 was a low one, but thirty-
eight people being murdered in this way
as compared with fifty-four in 1916 and
sixty-seven in 1915,

In Cutler’s book on Lynch Law, the
author worked out statistics covering the
years 1882-1908 inclusive. . The low
record in that period was ninety-seven
lynchings in 1902, the total rising to 104
in 1908.  In 1897 there were 165 lynch-
ings, in 1893 there were 200 and in 1892
there were 235, the maximum number
in all the years recorded since 1882. In

| tife decade 1882-1891 inclusive, the maxi-
| mum was reached in the year 1884,when

211 persons- were lynched.

From these figures it appears that the
number of mob murders in this country
is steadily lessening, giving hope that
eventually these crimes will be entirely
blotted from the annual calendar. The
decrease in fact is more than appears
on the surface when it is considered that
the population of the country is con-

Amsterdam, Jan. 9—Some disabled
German soldiers were invited on Mon-
day to attend a meeting of the Father-
land party founded in the interests of
the pan-Germans and other uncomprom-
ising elemerts. They grew restless un-
der the flow of chauvinist talk, says
Vorwaerts. They were not permitted
to speak, and a stormy scene followed.

One of the speakers referred to the
disabled soldiers as deserters who had
left Hindenburg’s banner to betray their
comrades. Some of the cripples, Vor-
waerts says, “were belabored with sticks
and abused by the heroic ‘home war-
riors’ of the Fatherland party.”

The police finally ordered the disabled
soldiers to leave the hall. In concluding
its account of the meeting the newspaper
remarks: “The ‘home warrlors’ of the
Fatherland party were left to themselves,
and now know what the field grays
think of them.”
