grains 89 to 87; flax 86 to 88. Potatoes 
are 86 against 89 last month and 92 last 
year turnips are 84 for both this month 
and last as against 88 last year; man­
golds are 88 against 84 last month and 
87 last year. Pasture has maintained 
its condition fairly well since last 
month, having only lost one point, the 
figures being 81 against 82 last month, 
and 92 a year ago.

From the reports furnished by corre­
spondents the following preliminary es­
timates of yield are based on the areas 
sown. Of spring wheat the average 
yield per acre is provisionally placed at 
ÎZ1.41 bushels per acre, which upon an 
area of 8,990,600 acres makes the total 
yield of spring wheat to be 192,817,000 
bushels. This quantity added to 18,- 
481,800 bushels of fall wheat as pub­
lished last month gives the total produc­
tion of wheat as 210,998,800 bushels, 
compared with the final estimate for 
1912 of 199,986,000 bushels and for 1911 
of 216,861,000 bushels. The yield per 
acre in 1912 was 20.99 bushels for fall 
wheat and 20.87 bushels for spring
