St. Peter’s Girl Leads City in High'
School Examinations — Jean Somer-
ville of Victoria Nearly Equal — Boys

The list of those who had euccessfully
passed the High School entrance examina-
tions was given out today by Superintend-
ent H. 8. Bridges. It shows the number
of pupi}s who had made the grading mark
of 500 or more to be 279, which is a very
good sized class. slightly larger than last
year. As many of them however will rot
take the High School course, it is diffi-
cult to foretell as to whether or not there
will be much crowding when school re-
sumes. Three hundred and fourteen schol-
ars tried the examinations, and thirvy-five
of them failed to make the required marks,
while of the remainder, one hundred and
fifteen passed in the firet division, one
hundred and one in the second, and sixty-
three in the third.

For another year the honore are to be
awarded to the girls. There is a very
close race for firet position between two
of them, while the boye do not appear in
the first division in such large mumbers
as their fair opponents, nor do their marks
come nearly so high.

Miss Eleanor Boyce, a pupil in St. Pet-
er’s Girls’ School, North End, is credited
with the distinction of leading the pupils
of all ®ie schools in the city, with a total
of 883, while Miss Jean Somerville, of the
Vietoria gchool is only one and a half be-
hind, her total being 881 1-2. The set of
papers written by each of these girls will
be sent to Fredericton for re-examination
Pto decide the medal winner, and it is like-
ly that these will be the only two to be
sent as there are no others within fight-
ing distance.. Quite a number of girls
made more than 800, which:is considered
a very good mark, but only four boys are
credited with eo encouraging a total.

PARTITION OF THE
