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THE HOME BANK.

The interim report of Mr. Justice
McKeown on the Home Bank has been
the subject of widespread editorial
comment in Canada. In Toronto, the
Star is disposed to regard Judge
McKerown’s findings as
important in relation to Home Bank
Jépositors rather than as to the respon-
sliiility of former Finance Ministers.
Noting that Judge McKeown says an
audit in 1916 or in 1918, if ordered by
the Government, would have resulted
in either liquidation or amalgamation;

that if made in 1916 it would have
saved the depositors from loss, and that
even if made in 1918 it is unlikely that
any loss would have fallen upon them,

the Star says:—

“This, and not Sir Thomas \\'hi?e’s
personal responsibility, Js the. vital
issue. Incidentally it is gratifying to
kpow that the report clears Mr.
Fielding ' of all connection with the
bank’s downfall. The file of papers
‘relating to the bank was not passed on
to him when he took office. No com-
plaint of its operations was made to
him. Sir Henry Drayton made an
‘incidental reference’ to the bank’s
future in a conversation with Mr.
Fielding, but there was nothing of an
emergent nature even hinted at.

“The question that concerns the
depositors, however, is not whether the
present Government is free from
responsibility, but whether all govern-
ments have been free from it. The
Dominion does not divest itself of
responsibility for the acts of one gov-
ernment by changing that government
for another. In other words, responsi-
bility, in a federal sense, is inherited
by the present Government from its
predecessors. The depositors do not
have to prove neglect on the part of
the existing administration in order to
make good their case. Whatever the
outcome may be the depostiors have
succeeded in making their point.”

The responsibility of any Minister of
Finance was the responsibility of the
Government of his day. Mr. Justice
McKeown reported upon the questions
referred to him for answer.

There is no hint at yet as to whether
the Government has any idea of
making good losses to the depositors.
This question has many angles, and
will be the subject of spirited debate
in Parliament. The system of govern-
meént - bank be
introduged, will necessitate considera-
tion of government responsibility in
future. It is thought inh Ottawa that
the adoption of bank inspection will
not commit this Government or its
successors to any responsibility for the
safety of deposits. That the Home
Bank depositors will get any money
from the Dominion appears doubtful

WEW ENGLAND UNEMPLOY-
MENT.

The existence of much unemploy-
ment in the New England States,
particularly in the textile and shoe
‘ndustries, is emphasized in the monthly
repcrt made by the Federal Industry
Survey. “More workers than jobs” is
the dominant note in the situation.

In regard to Maine it is noted that
cotton mills and shoe factories are
nearly all on part time, while some are
slosed entirely. “A surplus of workers
obtains in many sections,” the report
1ays.

In New Hampshire the slackening
in operations continues, many factories
and mills being closed entirely, while
others are on part time. There is a
surplus of workers, who are finding it
hard to obtain employment in other
lines, though some are being absorbed
in outdoor work. 'T'he railroad shops
are carrying along on a part time basis,
but woollen and printing plants are
busy.

In Vermont the railroad repair shops
,are working five days a week. In parts
of the state textile: mills are closed,
and others are on part time. Practic-
ally the same report is made regarding
Massachusetts. There is a large num-
ber of unemployed which it is hoped
will be absorbed by summer activities
in some sections. Apparently things
In Rhode Island are worse. Of condi-
tions there, the report says: “Practic-
ally all industries .are on part time
operatiens throughout the state, with
u surplus of ‘workers existing in the
textile, jewelry and machine plants.
Some cotton mills which have been
closed have re-opened and are operat-
Ing three days a week.” Of Connecti-
.cut it is said: “Operations in nearly

. all_ the plants throughout the state
+have slackened somewhat.”

This account of New England indus-
trial conditions carries the stamp of
federal authority. If any further warn-
ing ‘were needed for Canadians who
think of seeking employment across the
line it is thus afforded on the best of
American authority.

On the face of the situation today
there is visible no Democrat who can
fill the speciications outlined by the
Times, and it would seem that the
convention is unlikely to produce such
a leader. “Nevertheless, there are
Democrats who are both strong person-
ally and well known throughout the
country, and the nomination of any one
of them,r together with the political
unrest which is so prevalént at present
in the Republic, will make the contest
one of considerable uncertainty, though
the odds will favor Republican success.

ADVICE FROM THE COAST.

The Conservatives during the session
at Ottawa have made it clear that they
would like to have a general election,
but npeither the Liberals nor the
Progressives appear to want one, and
it was a common opinion after the
passage of the budget that there would
be no general contest for a vear or two.

Hon. Mackenzie King is now receiv-
ing some advice on this question from
the Vancouver Sun, which complains
that elections affect business and which
is therefore anxious to get all the elec-
.tions “out of the way.” It says that
the pending United States presidential
struggle is upsetting business in Canada
as well as in the United States, and
that the British Columbia provincial
campaign is disturbing business there.
This leads it to think that Hon. Mr.
King “should find it advisable to bring
on a federal election this fall and get
it over.with.” The Vancouver journal
argues that a fall election would be
beneficial because “it would get the
election fever burnt out of the Canadian
public at one fell swoop, so that in the
shortest possible time the whole of
Canada could get down to real busi-
ness.” It urges the Prime Minister to
come out with “a definite national
policy and national programme,” and
it says that this would enable him to
“go ahead and run the country instead
of fooling along with government by
compromise. So long as elections of
any kind ave in the air, this Dominion
is going to find it difficult to get down
to real productive and constructive
work.” X

The people of Canada generally arc
not suffering from “the election fever”
which the Sun observes in its territory.
Also, it is the habit of governments to
go to the country when they think the
conditions are favorable rather than
“merdly to get it over with.”

As to the result of a federal election,
the prophets are many, and the doctors
differ. It is so even with regard to the
outcome in British Columbia. All three
national parties claim to have what the
Sun describes as “a definite national
policy and national programme,” and
before the elections come there will
probably be a period of somewhat in-
tensive preparation during which all
three will be striving to educate the
population as to the virtues of their
medicine. Just now it looks as though
the Sun would not get the fall election
it thinks so desirable.

~A PLATFORM OF THE DEAD..
(New York Times.)

The Living Age reproduces a cartoon
from a German paper showing a black
shadow stretching acrost the map of
Europe and Asia from the North Sea
almost to the Sea of Japan. The cap-
tion reads that if the coffins of the
11,000,000 men killed in the World War
were placed side by side they would
make a continuous platform from
Paris to Vladivostok. It is the blackest
and longest shadow from war that has
ever fallen across the earth. It is the
most gruesome platform ever pictured
before the eyes of the living. But from
it appeal should be made for averting
such another enormous disaster.

It is a platform, moreover, from
which a plank might be taken which
should be as a pledge to the thousands
of miles of coffined dead that we are
ready to take our part with other
nations in trying to substitute same
sane and civilized methed of settling
international disputes for one which
has become as senseless as the ancient
sacrifices of hecatombs of cattle and
far more deadly than the barbaric in-
dividual combats. We have not only
failed to do our share (despite all out
philanthropic service of healing and
giving food, shelter and clothing), but
have sins of commission at -our door.
Congress has negatived, or at any rate
jeopardized, the peace of the Pacific.by
the affront given olr nearest Asiatic
neighbors. It will take some unequivo-
cal plank at Cleveland to make up for
the shortcomings of the Senate in for-
eign relations. T

ENGLAND’S TAX POLICY.

A rather curious contrast is pre-
sented in the matter of tax legislation
in Engiand and America. England has
a Labor government whose funda:
mental precepts are distinctly social-
istic, and yet its tax policy has been
such as to win the enthusiastic com-
mendation of English bankers. On the
other hand, America without even a

Socialist party that can scarcely keep
one member in Congress, continues te¢
bait the big corporations with tax bills
that are obviously designed as voté
catchers.

England’s Labor government has re:
cently abolished the corporations pro:
fits tax. This. was something neithet
the Liberal nor the Conservative gov-
ernments previously in office dared to
do. ‘The Labor party certainly did
not do this to please big business. They
did it because they realized that the
way to put the millions of unemployed
to work was to retain all the capital
possible in business, instead of taking
capital out in the form of excessive
taxes.

America’'s tax legislation is being
dictated largely by representatives of
sections of the country that pay a very
small proportion of the income tax.
and scarcely any of the big corpora-
tion taxes. Their policy seems to be
to makes the North and East pay the
bills. Such a policy naturally is not
displeasing - to their constituents, and
unfortunately many of the voters in
the North and East who pay directly
only small taxes are inclined to be, at
the most, neutral.

The mistake they all make is that
in atlempting to put too big a burden
on business they tend to kill the goose
that lays the golden eggs.
