Montreal, Sept. 14.—The Provincial 
Synod of the Church of England met 
on Wednesday at 10 a. m. The mem­
bers attended divine service in Christ 
Chnrch Cathedral. There was a 
Choral Litany, a sermon by the Lord 
Bishop of Fredericton, and Holy Com­
munion. The Bishop’s sermon was a 
masterly-production in which he bold­
ly and forcible advocated toleration of 
all parties in the Church. He ex­
horted the members of the Synod to 
unity.

The Synod met for organization at 
2.30, when the Veil- Archdeacon 
Whittaker, Provost of Trinity Col­
lege, Toronto, was elected Prolocutor, 
and Rev. C. Hamilton was re-elected 
Clerical Secretary, and Dr. Nelson, of 
Montreal, Lay Secretary. The usual 
routine was then proceeded with.

Right Rev. Bishop Williams of 
Connecticut, and Drs. Vandurin, 
Craik and Schenk were present as a 
deputation from the Church in the 
United States. On Thursday the 
Synod assembled a't 10 a. m. The re­
ports of the various committees were 
read, including that from the delega­
tion to the last General Convention of 
the Chnrch in the United States.

Terrible Collision at Sea.

The British ship /4‘ Avalanche,” 
from London for New Zealand, collid­
ed with the British ship 11 Forest,” 
from London to New York, off Port­
land, Brilish Channel, and both ves­
sels foundered. Ninety-six persons 
were drowned. The “ Forest” was in 
ballast and had a crew of twenty-one. 
Captain Locharr, the Chief Mate and 
seven others were saved. The 11 Ava­
lanche” had a crew of thirty-two, and 
fifty passengers. The third officer 
and two seamen were saved.

T(ie “ Forest” struck the “ Ava­
lanche” between the main and mizen 
masts, nearly cutting her in two. The 
lslter sank immediately. The “ For 
est,” though utterly wrecked, kept 
afloat an hour or two. Three boats 
were launched from her, only one of 
which has yet been saved. It contain­
ed the twelve persons mentioned as 
saved. One boat was washed ashore, 
and also several bodies. The other 
|hoat, it is feared, is lost. The “ Ava­
lanche” had 26 saloon, 17 second-class, 
and 20 third-class passengers, mostly 
colonists. The accident occurred at 
half-past 9 at night, 7 miles off 
PortUnd.

The details of the collision between 
the “ Forest” and the *■ Avalanche” 
•how that the “Forest” struck the 
“ Avalanche” amid decks, rebounded 
and struck her twice further aft, caus­
ing her to lonnd-r in about three min­
utes from the first striking. There 
was no time to launch the boats. The 
night was dark, and it was almost im­
possible to discern the mass of human 
beings straggling in the water. The 
sea was so lough that the men thought 
their boat would be swamped every 
minute. Unfortunately, in the case 
of two or three boats there is too much 
reason for believing these fears were 
realized.

Later.—The third boat belonging 
to the ship “ Forest” has been wash­
ed ashore. All hope of any more sur­
vivors is now abandoned. An in­
quest on the bodies was began to-day, 
but nothing new was developed. 
The inquest hasadjourued for a week.
