DONDERO MUST -
. STAND TRIAL

Prisoner Brought Back From
San Francisco is. Com-
mitted.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Dondero, accused - of robbing Tony
Parravincini of $1,440, was yesterday
committed for trial and wilk come up at
the assizes. Papravincini gave the de-
tails of the confidence game Which he
alleges was worked on him.

Parravincini, who spent last-year in

Alaska, where he saved considerable
money, told-of having met Dondero in
Seattle' and of Dondero having intro-
duced him to.two other men, one of
whom was named Parodi and the other
a short fat man, whose name he did
nét-get. ‘When he had first met him,
Dondéro. hgd asked ~him how ~much
money he had and he had told him
he had $400 with him and more in the
bank in Victoria. The short fat man
had said he had been left $27,000 by his
father for distribution - for charitable
purposes, and it was eventually agreed
that all four should come to Victoria,
when if Parravincini could put up the
amount of money he said he possessed,
the fat man’s $27,000 would be divided
between him, Dondero and Parodi.
They met in a box in .the Poodle Dog
cafe in this city and the fat man had
produced a bundle of paper which look-
ed like money and had said it contain-
ed the $27,000 which was to be divided
ap. Dondero and Parodi also produced
purses which appeared  to - contain
money: After some persuasion Parra-
vincini had agreed to put his money on
the table too. This/ consisted of the
$420 he had with him ‘in~Seattle, $1,000
he- had withdrawn from. the Dominion
Savings Bank, and a gold nugget val-
ued at. $20. All the money wWas to be
wrapped up in a «handkerchief. and
placed in a valise. While thig wag be-~
ing done by the fat man;Dondero and
Parodi Jeaned over and -kissed him in
such a way as to shut.off his sight of
the valise:: The valise was duly locked
and the key kept by one of the party,
while the valise was given-to: Parravin-
cini to taketo Nanaime, where ‘Dondero
and Parodi were to meetchiin and daiv-
jde the $27,000 with him, and:each get

He iden-
tified a purse and a handkerchief, the
former as the one Dondero had said
contained his money ‘and which had
been placed in the valise, afid the lats
ter as the handkerchief in which all
the money was supposéd to be wrapped.

and saw prisoner and two others at the
dock. He questioned them and they
produced pursers’ receipts showing
‘they had come over from Seattle the

same day. He Tad never seen them
before. ;
James S. B. Smith. one of the proprie-

tors of the Poodle Dog restaurant, said
that three men were in a box of the
restaurant but he could not remember
the date. It was, however, shortly be-
fore he read of the alleged robbery In
Lthe papers. He heard & sound like a
kiss come, from the box the men oc-"
cupled, and asked the waiter what sort
of anarchists the men were. He was
not prepared to swear that the prisoner
was one of the men.

G. Purdue, detective, said he had
gone to San Francisco to bring the
victoria and had
that anything he said
would be used against him at his trial.
The prisoner had told him he had met
the other men in the restaurant and
all had agreed to go to Seattle. He ad-
mitted having seen the money on the
table, and said he had gone-away and
had ‘not seen the others since, and had
gone to Seattle next day. He said the
men had all gone to the Paodle Dog
and had put their money in the hand-
kerchief, and one man kissed Tony and
then tried to kiss him. .

He then -went to the train with Tony
and afterwards back to the restaurant,
where the men had made him drunk or
bad drugged him, as he woke up on the
outer wharf in a drugged state and
went to Seattle. He had no recollec-
tion of having seen the immigration

officer and declared -his innocence. “I
have no doubt that the prisoner is the
man and I know at least one of the
others.” Detective Perdue said ‘he re-
membered the three men at th€ wharf
taking passage for Seattle. They  all
had good sized rolls of money and each
pbought a ticket.

The prisoner was committed for trial
by Magistrate Jay.

VANCOUVER’S LENGTHY

CRIMINAL LIST

Tried for Murder in Ter-
minal City. .

. Vancouver, May 4—With the heav-
fest list in the court records of Van-
couver, the criminal assizes will open
to-morrow, likely before Mr., Justice
Mon“ison, and with Deputy Attorney-
General MacLean as prosecuting at-
torney. ’

There are four charges of alleged
murder, six of alleged wounding with
intent to murder, one Of burglary, one
of forgery and one of perjury.

The first case to be heard to-morrow
will be three in one, the charges pre-
ferred against the three Japanese, Ha-
shinaki, Nakahm and Murato, of at~
tempting to murder the .jolly, home~
ward-bound fifemen as they passed the
Japanese boarding-house on Powell
street on New Year's eve. Frost, one
of the firemen, was brutally slashed.

The: first’ of the four charges of al-
leged murder is against E.. B. Bowen,
who admits the killing of the Hindu,
Adahla Singh, who, Bowen says, had
grievously misconducted himself. The
second is against Roger Venetta, the
negro accused of the murder of Clem-
entine Nahu at Moodyville. The thir{!
is against Eva McDaniels. She will be
the first woman to be tried for murder
in Vancouver. The alleged crime fol-
lowed the visit of George Black, a log-
ger, the supposed victim, to Eva’s
house in the restricted district.

The fourth charge of murder is pre-
forred against O. O. Buice, who does
not deny that he fired the bullet which

killed an aged man named Massender. |

HAS RESIGNED
FROM DIOCESE

ARCHBISHOP ORTH’S
HEALTH IS IMPAIRED

He Has Therefore Retired—,—_
Father Brabant is Aposto-
lic Administrator.

On Sunday last at St. Andrew’s Rom-
an Catholic cathedral it was announced
that His Grace Archbishop Orth, who
is in Italy, had resigned owing to fail-
ing health. ' The archbishop, it was an-
nounced, was in serious ill-health and
the physicians give little hope of his
recovery. On this account Archbishop
Orth had asked leave of His Holiness
{he Pope to resign and his resignation
had been accepted. Notice to this ef-
fect has been received at the Bishop's
Palace in the form of a decree from
His Holiness the Pope.

The announcement was also made
that Rev. Father Brabant, & pioneer
priest of British Columbia, had been
named to succeed Archbishop Orth;:as
apostolic administrator subject to the
Holy See until such time as the ap-
pointment of an archbishop to succeed
Archbishop Orth permanently is made.

Twy years ago .the  archbishep’s
health began to fail and at the begin-
ning of the present year he: decided to
journey: to the south of Europe on .&
vacation in search of rest and :
health. From the. Riviera short bulle«
tins were received from him from time
to time telling of his continually fatl-
ing health, As time advanced the re-
ports were not reassuring: and it be-.
gan to be feared here that the arch-
bishop’s return was not likely to: be
possible. At last the news came that
his full recovery was regarded as im-
possible and following on this has come
the announcement :of his resignation,
